	A 129 page manual that contains case examples and all needed resources for implementation, including reproducible daily progress reports, student handouts, and planning tools.  A 25 minute DVD is also available that can be used for training.

	Goal
	The Behavior Education Program is designed to help the 10-15% of students who fail to meet school-wide disciplinary expectations but do not require the highest level of behavior support.  Groups of up to 30 students can participate, with minimal time and training demands on teachers and staff.  The BEP incorporates daily behavioral feedback, positive adult attention, and increased home-school collaboration.
