Chapter 16.1 Pressures for Expansion Notes
-Imperialism:  One county’s domination of the political, economic, and social life of another country.  
Political Rivalries

-During the mid-1800s, if one country started a colony in another area, all of the other European countries would want their on colonies.  European countries were on the conquest to expand new colonies.  Why did colonial governors and generals sometimes have to take matters into their own hands in these colonies?  They had slow and difficult communication.  If a colony’s borders did not provide military security, the military officials would use their armies to expand the borders, why would this strategy cause conflicts?  Because colonial governments started claiming the same territories, and found themselves facing off on remote battlefields.  
Desire For New Markets

-The Industrial Revolution and the need for tons of raw materials cause owners of these factories to do what?  Search for new sources of raw materials in foreign lands.

Seeking New Opportunities

-Why did European countries encourage their citizens to immigrate to the territories that these countries acquired?  To keep them productive.
-Who and what did Cecil Rhodes do?  A British adventurer who made a fortune from gold and diamond mining in southern Africa.  Founded the colony Rhodesia. Now Zimbabwe.  

Civilizing Mission

-Besides glory and profit, what else motivated people to explore distant colonies?  Religious and humanitarian impulses.

-What message did many Catholic and Protestant missionaries want to bring to Africa and Asia?  Christian message.

Forms of Imperialism

-Colony:  A territory that an imperial power ruled directly through colonial officials.

-Protectorate:  Had its own government, but its policies were guided by a foreign power.

-Sphere of influence:  region of country in which the imperial power had exclusive investment or trading rights.

-Each Imperial nation exercised its own powers differently.  The French governed their territories a little differently than the British.
