I. Class Content

A. Literature: All texts must be in print form—no electronic versions.  Go ahead and get fall semester books today!

B. Grammar 
Issues of incorrect grammar will be addressed as they arise in students’ writings and speech.
C. Vocabulary
Students are expected to know all vocabulary encountered in assigned readings.  SO, if you do not know a word, look it up.  Higher level vocabulary can and will show up on a quiz.

D. Writing 
You will be writing A LOT.  Get used to it.  Get used to thinking on paper.  Writing prompts based on readings from the seven major works may be given as homework or class work.  Sometimes I may glance at your paper and give you credit, OR I may read it and give it a grade for content, OR I may grade it for content and presentation (organization & correct grammar), OR I may have you read it aloud.  What does this mean?  ALWAYS do the assignment and ALWAYS do your best.
E. Speaking 

Twenty percent (20%) of your IB composite English 1A score comes from the Individual Oral, so you will be speaking A LOT in class. Most of it will be impromptu and extemporaneous in nature.  Get used to thinking and speaking on your feet.
F. Homework

The majority of your work outside of this class will entail reading and notetaking.  Preparation for the Oral Commentary and Written Assignment (World Lit Paper) will also be done outside of class.
