The Magic Of Math Is Everywhere!

Help your child see how math is part of daily life. Here are just a few possibilities:

1. In the store- Have your child use a calculator to add up costs as you shop. Ask a child to weigh fruit, decide which box of cereal is the better buy, or estimate how much milk you’ll need for a week. 

2. While Managing Money- :Let your child see you balancing your checkbook or paying bills.

3. In Sports- Point out that math is used to figure batting averages, field  goal percentages, etc.

4. In the Kitchen- Have a young child count plates, forks, etc. after setting the table. Ask an older child to divide or multiply recipes and measure ingredients. 

5. In the Car- Ask your child to read maps or road signs to figure how far it is to your destination. 

6. On the Job- Introduce your child to people who use math a lot in their work- builders, mechanics, etc.

7. With the Toolbox- Point out how math is used to assemble toys, make repairs, decide how much wallpaper to buy, etc.

8. In Hobbies- Show how sewing, woodworking, or planning a garden can involve math.

9. In the News- Notice the numbers and percentages used in weather reports, news stories and advertisements.
