Purpose:  

activate prior knowledge
Strategy:  

“Show What You Know Vocabulary Knowledge Rating/Graphic Organizer”
Procedure:

1. Students will jot what they know about the different types of poetry on the graphic organizer. (4 minutes)
2.  Students compare what they wrote with their partner.  (2 minutes)
3. Teacher calls on 2 or 3 students to share typ-es of poems they both agreed they were confident they knew and what they jotted.
	DURING

Purposes:
Organize information; investigate poetry; take notes
Strategies: 

1.  “Jot Notes on Graphic Organizer” with explicit instruction
2. “Poetry Investigator”
Procedures:  
I.  Jot Notes on Graphic Organizer:  

1.  Teacher explicitly teaches types of poetry.  Students read examples in their books and on PowerPoint and jot notes on the graphic organizer.
Poetry:

1. Ballad

2. Lyric

3. Sonnet

4. Elegy

5. Epic

6. Ode

7. Haiku

8. Limerick

II.  Poetry Investigator
***7 stations are set up around the room with several examples of one type of poem at each station.

In groups of three or four, students will “investigate” a number of poems at their station, profiling the “suspect” at each station.  Students must identify the suspect and justify their label by identifying characteristics/features of the poems.
The Cool Timer will sound every three minutes to alert groups to move to another station.
	AFTER

Purpose: 

check for understanding; reflect on the content of the lesson; integrate new information with prior knowledge
Strategy:  

“Ink Think”
Procedure:  

Process:
1. The teacher explains VERY BRIEFLY that Ink Think is a silent activity. No one may talk at all and anyone may add to the Ink Think as they please.
2. Each student takes a marker.  Student groups move from poster to poster, adding characteristics as they travel.  The Cool Timer will sound every two minutes to alert groups to move to another chart.
