SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

*1.  Superintendent Update

Facilities:
Mr. Kornegay asked the Board members to advise him if they like the switch to the Library for Board meetings.  He added the septic surveying was done Monday July 11, and the septic work should begin anywhere from July 14 thru July 18.  It is a 10-day job.  Mr. Kornegay thanked Mr. Johnston for his work on the ROD Grant packet; the grant should come in around $28,000.  He said the new location for the outside classroom has not been decided yet.


Personnel:


Mr. Kornegay stated a full-time Special Education Aide needs to be hired.


Curriculum and Instruction:
Mr. Kornegay reported he and Mr. Patton have reviewed Language Arts, and are currently reviewing Math.  They are checking for gaps and redundancies, and it is an ongoing process.  He stated the teachers did a phenomenal job with their curriculum work.  Mr. Suydam asked about documentation regarding gaps and redundancies.  Mr. Kornegay explained the teachers write the curriculum,a nd the administration reviews it.  He added there will be dedicated time for teachers to update curriculum.  He mentioned the Council of Instruction will be looking for redundancies.


HIB School Self Assessment: 
Mr. Kornegay explained the HIB Self-Assessment is related to legal compliance with the HIB laws; it is a quantitative assessment.  Califon complies with the law.  In FY’16, Califon had no incidents that met the formal criteria of HIB, which is a very narrow definition.  Mr. Cantagallo said our scores were impressive, especially with having a middle school.  Mr. Kornegay said the credit goes to the students.  Mrs. DeCoster asked if the para-professional staff is HIB trained.  Mr. Kornegay replied yes.  Mr. Suydam asked about the HIB law and online bullying.  Mr. Kornegay said requirements exist, and 75% of the statewide HIB issues are electronic.  Mrs. DeCoster asked about documentation, and if it follows a student through all grades.  Mr. Kornegay said yes, to a degree.  He pointed out that Mrs. Patterson is the HIB person.

Upon recommendation of the Superintendent, a motion was made by Mr. Cantagallo and seconded by Mrs. DeCoster to approve the Califon School Self-Assessment for Determining Grades under the Anti-Bullying Bill of Rights Act.  The motion passed on a unanimous voice vote.

Upon recommendation of the Superintendent, a motion was made by Mr. Cantagallo and seconded by Mr. Suydam to approve the appointment of Jessica Ryan-Firko as Fifth Grade Teacher, BA Step 9, 1.0 FTE, at a salary of $54,434.  The motion passed on a unanimous roll call vote.

Upon recommendation of the Superintendent, a motion was made by Mr. Cantagallo and seconded by Mr. Suydam to approve the appointment of Ann Marie DeAngelo as Science/Enrichment Teacher, BA Step 4, 1.0 FTE, at a salary of $51,634.  The motion passed on a unanimous roll call vote.
Mrs. Gangemi asked if the salaries were within the budget.  Mr. Kornegay replied yes.  Mrs. Gangemi asked how many applicants applied for each position.  Mr. Kornegay replied over 100 for the fifth grade position, and around twenty for the middle school position.  He then described the process of screening candidates, the interview process, and sample lesson plans.  He said he is looking for teachers who care about children and care about bettering the school.  Mrs. Gangemi asked about scheduling for enrichment.  Mr. Kornegay said there will be flexibility.  He then explained spiral curriculum.  Mrs. DeCoster asked about lesson plans.  Mr. Kornegay discussed Genesis and collective planning.
