Below are brief descriptions of some of the opportunities available to BMS FFA members.  Members are not required to participate in these events, however most FFA members greatly benefit from actively participating in FFA activities beyond the monthly chapter meetings.  
Creed Speaking - Participants in the Creed Speaking CDE give their presentation of the FFA Creed before a panel of judges.  Once their presentation is complete, they respond to questions directly related to the FFA Creed.
Floriculture - The team event includes identification of greenhouse plant materials and a written exam involving basic horticulture knowledge.
Floral Design - Floral Design CDE will test a student’s knowledge in floral plant identification and their skill in completing a specific floral design. 
FFA Quiz Bowl - The FFA Quiz Career Development Event is designed to develop personal growth and premier leadership in FFA members.  They are able to gain recognition for their efforts in learning FFA history and facts as well as parliamentary procedure.
Nursery/ Landscape - The team event includes identification of outdoor trees, shrubs, and other plant materials and written exam involving basic horticulture knowledge.
Horse Evaluation - Participants in the Horse Evaluation CDE will evaluate both conformation and performance of a variety of horse breeds.  Contestants will also present oral reasons on selected classes to defend their selection decisions.
Wildlife Management - The Wildlife Management CDE is an activity that provides opportunities for FFA members to demonstrate their technical and management skills relating to wildlife, habitat, and harvesting regulations.
Poultry Evaluation - Participants in the Poultry CDE will participate in a comprehensive event relating to judging, placing, grading and identifying live birds, carcasses, eggs, poultry parts, chicken patties, nuggets or tenders and presenting oral reasons. 
Rabbit Show Team - (Students are NOT required to show rabbits this is simply an option available to them if they are interested)

Participants raise and show one or more purebred rabbits.  Participants will be responsible for purchasing their own animals, feed, show equipment, and medical care; as well as providing suitable housing for the animal at their home.  In addition participants are responsible for providing their own transportation to and from the shows.  There are currently 3 shows scheduled for the 2013-14 school year with the possibility of one or two more shows being added at a later date.
FFA Garden Club – The FFA Garden Club is a non-competitive group that will meet on Fridays after school to learn about plant and vegetable production through the use of the school garden and greenhouse.
