GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

· 18 Credits are required to have senior status.

· 24 credits are required for graduation.

· All seniors must pass their Core classes to graduate - English, Economics/Government, Math and Science courses. 

· A student will not be allowed to participate in graduation ceremonies if the above requirements are not met.

GRADE POINT AVERAGE
The Grade Point Average (G.P.A.) is determined by averaging 1st and 2nd semester of the 9th, 10th, and 11th grade; 1st semester and 3rd nine weeks of the 12th grade.  An overall average of 90 or above will allow you to graduate as a scholar student.

COLLEGE/SCHOLARSHIPS

If you are planning to enter a 4-year university, early application is necessary, usually before November.  This also applies for scholarship applications.  You must have either taken the ACT or SAT in order to make application to a university.  You may register to take the ACT at www.actstudent.org.
If you are considering a Junior/Community College or Technical School these applications should be done after January.  This also applies to scholarship applications.  

Federal Financial Aid applications can be completed in October.  You must complete the FAFSA even if you do not think you will qualify for aid.  Your scholarship applications will not even be considered if you do not complete this task!
