A wealthy city, known for cultic altars and temples, became the center of emperor worship.

Image of Christ:
V. 12 He is the one with the sharp two-edged sword.

The Good:
V. 13: Holding fast to Christ's name, did not deny the faith.

The Bad:
V. 14-15: Holding to false teaching, practicing idolatry, serving two masters.

Call to Repentance:
V. 16: Therefore repent. If not, Christ will judge.

Promise From Christ:
V. 17: Will give the hidden manna, white stone, a new name!

P: Let us praise those fathers who, as stepfathers, freely choose the obligation of fatherhood
and earned their children's love and respect.
C: We, the Church, are thankful for you.
P: Let us praise those fathers who have lost a child to death, and continue to hold that child in
their heart.
C: We, the Church, remember you.
P: Let us praise those men who have no children, but cherish the next generation as if they
were their own.
C: We, the Church, need you.
P: Let us praise those men who have "fathered" us in their role as mentors and guides.
C: We, the Church, celebrate you.
P: Let us praise those men who are about to become fathers; may they openly delight in their
children.
C: We, the Church, joyfully anticipate with you.
P: And let us praise those fathers who have died, but live on in our memory and whose love
continues to nurture us.
C: We, the Church, remember you.
