	Launch

2-3 minutes

· Display slide 1 to introduce the book.
· Display slide 2, which lists the 9 strategies from the book.

· In pairs or triads, ask teachers to identify which strategies they predict would be best supported by research as an effective strategy.  If time allows, teachers can also predict which strategies would be least supported by research.



	Presentation
7-8 minutes
· Present slides 3-13.
· This presentation does not provide for an extensive discussion of effect sizes and standard deviations.  Refer teachers to pages 1-10 in the book for additional information.



	Application
3-5 minutes
· Distribute the “Big Ideas” notes cards as a preview of upcoming sessions.

· Ask teachers, individually, to write down which strategy they would be most interested in learning more about, and why.  Collect these reflections to assist you in future planning.
· If time allows, open a discussion about the merits of basing decisions on research rather than on opinion.
