MONITOR AND FIX UP
THINGS TO REMEMBER
· We can keep track of how well we understand a story by stopping when something doesn’t make sense. Then we can “fix” what we don’t understand by changing how we read or by asking questions.
· Active readers make sure they understand what they are reading. If during reading you do not understand what’s happening, go back and reread part of the story. Did you find something that makes the story clearer? Then read on.
