FACT AND OPINION
THINGS TO REMEMBER
· Good readers can identify statements of fact and opinion in a story. Sometimes there are helpful clue words, such as best or great, to help identify a statement of opinion. Sometimes there aren’t.
· We can keep track of statements of fact and statements of opinion be stopping during reading and rereading what we don’t understand. Look for clue words to recognize statements of opinion.

· A statement of fact and be proved true of false. You can look in a book, ask someone who knows, or see for yourself.

· A statement of opinion tells only someone’s feelings or beliefs. It may have a clue word like best or great.
