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The Newport Grammar School Junior Beta Club will be inducting new members after the third nine-week grading period.  Eligibility requirements for membership to the NGS Junior Beta Club are as follows—

Eligibility
Students must be in 7th or 8th grade and work at or above grade level expectations.
Students must obtain Honor Roll Status (B average in academic and special classes) for two consecutive or nonconsecutive grading periods. Students may have one probationary grading period if they miss Honor Roll Status with a C average. However, students earning a D or F on grade cards are automatically disqualified and must begin anew on the following grading period. Students may not “borrow” Honor Roll Status from a grading period prior to the D or F to qualify.
Eighth Grade

Eighth grade students who were members in good standing at the end of their 7th grade year retain their membership. However, 8th grade members must maintain Honor Roll Status with no D or F on any of the following grading period combinations in order to maintain membership—
· 1st Nine Wks. / 2nd Nine Wks.

Or

· 1st Nine Wks. / 3rd Nine Wks.
Or

· 2nd Nine Wks. / 3rd Nine Wks.

Seventh Grade
In order to qualify for membership, 7th grade students must obtain Honor Roll Status with no D or F on any of the following grading period combinations—
· 1st Nine Wks. / 2nd Nine Wks.

Or

· 1st Nine Wks. / 3rd Nine Wks.

Or

· 2nd Nine Wks. / 3rd Nine Wks.

Probation

If, after having become a member of the NGS Junior Beta Club, a student has a nonqualifying grading period with no D or F (obtains a C average), he or she is placed on probation until the next grading period.  If the student fails to obtain Honor Roll Status in academic and special classes during the next grading period, he or she is no longer eligible for membership. Students may be returned to membership when he or she meets the original eligibility requirements again.
