Supervised Agriculture Experience Project Requirements

Project Approval (this form) Due:  Thursday, September 5, 2019
Project Due Date (turn in the completed poster or binder): Tuesday, October 22, 2019
Your agriculture project must be based on the agriculture industry.  It will involve an investment of time and resources to be successful.  A quality project will require an investment of time; projects with less than a one-hour investment of work time will not be accepted.  A minimum of three hours of work time is required to earn an 89% or higher on the project (projects with less than a three-hour investment will not receive a grade higher than 89%).  Students may only count one hour for planning and shopping if it is applicable to their project.  Time spent completing the record book or binder about the hands-on portion of the project does NOT count as part of the three-hour requirement.  In addition, time spent waiting for items to dry (paint, glue, concrete, etc.) or cool (such as canning products) do NOT count as work time; students must be actively engaged in the hands-on portion of the project for the time to count as work time.
The SAE project consists of two parts.  First, you select and complete a hands-on project that relates to agriculture.  The options are endless!  Think of an area of agriculture that interests you and design your project around that interest, you may use the idea sheet to help you, however you do NOT have to select one of the items on the ideas sheet.  Secondly, you complete a record book or binder that describes and documents the details of your project.  The record book or binder must contain all of the required elements outlined on the SAE Report Directions sheet (on the back of this page).  Students will be given one copy of the SAE project directions and record book.  If you lose your copy of the directions, you may download and print a new copy from Mrs. Keily’s teacher page on the BMS website.  The SAE record book or binder must be completed and turned in by Tuesday, October 22, 2019.  Projects may be turned in early.  Students will present their projects to the class beginning October 22, 2019 (the presentation grade will be a separate grade from the SAE Project Report (record book/binder) grade.  Students may bring in what they have made for their project (size and project permitting) on October 22nd if they would like to share it with the class as a part of their presentation, however it is NOT required.
You may work with a partner on the project; however, each student must turn in his or her SAE Project Report (record book/binder) written in his or her OWN WORDS.  Record books/binders that are identical will have points deducted for plagiarism.  If you do not turn in a SAE Project record book or binder, you will not receive a grade for the project.  It is acceptable for an adult to help the student with the project for safety reasons; however, the student should be the primary worker on the project and must create their own SAE Project Report (record book or binder).
Do NOT detach the bottom of this form, the teacher will check/approve the project plan and return this form to the student.  Each student should keep this form in their class folder.
