	Foundations follows the same philosophy as Positive Behavior Support, yet is much more specific with training.  Huron County schools would likely be best served if they followed the general PBS training offered in the county and by MiBLSi and then use Foundations to supplement any areas or topics needing more support (ex. nonclassroom settings, tardies, supervision, etc.).  The materials are very helpful and easy to use with minimal prep time needed to present to the staff. One caution, Foundations advocates the use of other data collection pieces other than SWIS which are much more time consuming. 
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
