What If My Child Asks For Help?

1. Don’t solve the problem for your child. Homework lets teachers see where students need help.  If your child can’t do a problem, the teacher needs to know.

2. Don’t show your child an “easier way”. They need to practice the step-by-step process.

3. Do suggest that your child: Describe the steps used so far. They may catch a mistake. Read the directions again. Work through any sample problems. Remember how a similar problem was handled. Look for patterns. Eliminate possibilities. Describe a story problem in  their own words. Draw diagrams or move objects to “see” the problem.
