Chapter 16.4 Imperialism in the Americas
-What was the U.S. going to use the Monroe Doctrine to do?  Block the spread of European imperialism in neighboring Latin America, an area that includes Mexico, the Caribbean islands, Central America, and South America.  

The Monroe Doctrine

-What country did the U.S. and Great Britain not want to see reestablish its colonies in Latin America?  Spain.
-In 1823, President James Monroe adopted the Monroe Doctrine, which warned European powers not to interfere in the countries of the Western Hemisphere.  The U.S. did not want a strong European power so close to its borders.

-In 1895, Great Britain was in conflict with Venezuela over boundaries of British Guiana.  How did the U.S. urge the countries to settle this dispute?  By arbitration, which is a settlement by a third party that is agreeable to both sides.  Great Britain agreed to a peaceful settlement.  
The Spanish-American War

-Why was Cuba so important to Spain?  Spain obtained huge profits from sugar and tobacco plantations.

-In 1895, Jose Marti, led Cubans in a revolution against Spanish rule.  Spanish troops rounded up thousands of Cubans and sent them to prison camps where 400,000 Cubans died.

Remember the Maine!

-The struggle in Cuba attracted the attention of many people in the U.S. Newspapers described the cruelty and killings in Cuba.  In 1898, U.S. President William McKinley, ordered the battleship Maine to Havana, Cuba.  A few weeks later, an explosion ripped through the ship while it was anchored in Havana harbor, sinking the ship, and killing 260 American sailors.  
-What was the cry that swept across the U.S.?  “Remember the Maine!”  Many American newspapers began to blame Spain for the incident.  What did McKinley do?  Declared war on Spain.  Years later, it was discovered that a boiler exploded on the Maine, causing it to sink, and not a Spanish bomb.  

American Territorial Gains

-What did the U.S. purchase from Russia in 1867?  Alaska.  In 1898, the U.S. annexed Hawaii.  As a result from the Spanish American War, what did the U.S. gain?  Territories in the Pacific Ocean and in the Caribbean Sea.

The Panama Canal

-Why did the U.S. need a canal?  So they could move its fleet quickly between the Pacific and Atlantic Oceans.

-What U.S. president receive the backing of Congress to acquire the Panama canal rights an property?  Theodore Roosevelt.

-The canal took 10 years to complete, with more than 40,000 workers who cut through hills, built dams, and drained swamps until the Pacific and Atlantic oceans were connected.  
-How did Theodore Roosevelt extend the Monroe Doctrine?  By adding the Roosevelt Corollary.  This allowed the U.S. to intervene in Latin American countries.

The Mexican Revolution

-In 1872, Porfirio Diaz seized power over Mexico, his harsh rule eventually led to revolution.  From 1910 to 1920, many armies of farmers, workers, ranchers, and women soldiers, fought the authorities and each other across Mexico.  
-Who was the Liberal reformer, who overthrew Diaz?  Francisco Madero.  However, Madero was murdered by one of his generals.  Soon there would be no strong leader in charge of Mexico until three revolutionary leaders emerged?  Zapata, “Pancho” Villa, and Carranza.  What did Villa do in retaliation to the U.S. helping Carranza to become president?  Villa killed 18 Americans in New Mexico.  President Woodrow Wilson sent American troops in to Mexico to capture Villa.  By the 1920s, relations between Mexico and the U.S. were less tense.
