	What to Expect…

· Theatre is an interactive class.  You will be required to perform in front of your peers on a daily basis. Everyone must participate in every assignment.  You may not elect to sit out.

· Your work should be completed to the best of your ability.  The best way to improve as an actor is attempting, listening to critique, and attempting again.  

· Your work should improve in presence and general understanding of the art in each subsequent assignment.  

· You are expected to be prepared for class each day.  Memorizing lines is integral to the theatre.

Bring the appropriate clothing, theatre notebook, and supplies necessary to this course.

· Films, musicals, and other presentations are viewed to enrich your exposure to theatre, not as a rest period. 
Theatre Policies
· Theatre is NOT study hall – If you have work to complete for another class, complete it at home!

· You are expected to behave in the proper traditional manner of theatre etiquette.  Do not run around, throw things, use tools in a fashion in which they were not designed, etc.  DO NOT TOUCH THE CURTAINS!  

· Be on time and report to the proper area.  Do not go to the restroom without permission, you will be marked tardy.
· No Food or Drink (Exception - bottled water)

· In response to Covid-19

· Do not share any supplies unless they have been properly sanitized. 

· Remember to wear a mask at all times when social distancing is not possible.  

· Wash your hands regularly and use hand sanitizer.
