Spring is here. On the surface of a pond are tiny eggs in a mass of jelly. These are frog eggs. They need water so they do not dry up.
Many of the eggs will be eaten by other animals. The ones that are not will become frogs.
Their dark centers grow until they look like small tadpoles, or baby frogs. Soon the tadpoles hatch into the water. They have a head, tail, and body. They swim by wiggling their tails. Tadpoles get air from the water through outside gills. They eat tiny water plants. 
After one week, the tadpoles change. Skin grows over their gills. Their mouths grow tiny teeth. 
At one month old, the tadpoles have inside gills and wider tails. And something wonderful happens. Bumps appear near their tails. These will become their back legs.
When they are about two months old, the tadpoles are bigger and have back legs. They still eat plants. Now they have bumps behind their heads. These will become their front legs. Their tails get smaller, and their gills are gone. They have lungs so they can breathe out of the water.
When they are about three months old, the tadpoles have front legs. Their tails begin to disappear. They shed their tadpole lips and get wide mouths.
Now they are tiny frogs. They do not eat plants anymore. They climb out onto the land and eat insects and worms.
Frogs are amphibians. Amphibians can live on land or in the water.
Frogs are cold-blooded. Their bodies are about the same temperature as the outside air.
Frogs have big eyes on the top of their heads. They can see all around them.
If something crawls or flies by, they use their long, sticky tongues to catch it. Then they swallow it.
Frogs have a set of eyelids they can see through. They use these eyelids when they go under water.
Some frogs can swim. They push through the water with their webbed feet and powerful back legs.
Frogs also use those strong back legs to jump. They are great jumpers!
Frogs protect gardens by eating many insects. Some very big frogs can eat mice and rats.
Many kinds of frogs are becoming extinct. Scientists are trying to find out what is causing them to die.
We must learn to take better care of planet Earth.
