For 

those who use it there will be a charge of 2.9% + $0.30 per transaction. (you will 

be credited the net as your donation, i.e. Transaction of $50.00 X2.9% = 1.45 +.30 

/ 50.00 -1.75 + donation credit of 48.25) We will try PayPal for two months to see 

if it is useful for our church.  Most of the online giving programs have a 

percentage fee and charge per item attached to it.  But you know nothing is free.  

We will inform you when PayPal is available.
