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STUDENT HEALTH SERVICES

     A School Nurse, or an LPN or CNA working under the supervision of an RN, may be in attendance at each school at various times.  Treatment is limited to first aid care.  The administration will notify parent/guardian before a Student who is ill is permitted to go home.

1. Any student in school but not in class because of illness must report to the Nurse.

2. All student medications must be kept in the custody of the School Nurse.  NO medication is to be administered by school personnel except as prescribed by a doctor and accompanied by a parental permission form.

3. All accidents occurring on school property are to be reported to the School Nurse and the school Principal immediately.  Students attending school during the extended day, night, or summer school or any other time when the School Nurse is not in the building are to report to the main office, or report to the assigned staff member immediately in case of illness or accident.

The school nurse will use her nursing knowledge and judgment in providing care for illnesses and injuries, following evidence-based best practices per the Clinical Guidelines for School Nurses, a document published by School Health Alert. 
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
