English 9: Read Chasing Lincoln’s Killer (nonfiction) by James Swanson and complete the “Summer Reading Scavenger Hunt”
Graphic Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 16, 2019.

Honors English 9: Read Chasing Lincoln’s Killer (nonfiction) by James Swanson and complete the “Finding and Applying Literary
Devices” Graphic Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

Cummings and complete the “Finding and Applying Literary Devices” Graphic Organizer for EACH book (minor grade). This is
due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

English 10: Read Night (nonfiction) by Elie Wiesel and complete the “Summer Reading Scavenger Hunt” Graphic Organizer
(minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 16, 2019.

Honors English 10: Read Night (nonfiction) by Elie Wiesel and complete the “Finding and Applying Literary Devices” Graphic
Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

PreAP English 10: Read Night (nonfiction) by Elie Wiesel AND Tuesdays with Morrie (fiction) by Mitch Albom and complete the
“Finding and Applying Literary Devices” Graphic Organizer for EACH book (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

English 11: Read Into the Wild (nonfiction) by Jon Krakauer and complete the “Summer Reading Scavenger Hunt” Graphic
Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 16, 2019.

Honors English 11: Read Into the Wild (nonfiction) by Jon Krakauer and complete the “Finding and Applying Literary Devices”
Graphic Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

AP Language and Composition: Read Into the Wild (nonfiction) by Jon Krakauer AND The Tipping Point (non-fiction
argumentation novel) by Malcolm Gladwell. Students will complete the “Finding and Applying Literary Devices” Graphic
Organizer on Into the Wild (minor grade) and will write an essay in class on The Tipping Point (major grade). Both assignments
are due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

English 12: Read The Borden Murders (nonfiction) by Sarah Miller and complete the “Summer Reading Scavenger Hunt”
Graphic Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 16, 2019.

Honors English 12: Read The Borden Murders (nonfiction) by Sarah Miller and complete the “Finding and Applying Literary
Devices” Graphic Organizer (minor grade). This is due on Friday, August 9, 2019.

AP Literature and Composition: Read The Borden Murders (nonfiction) by Sarah Miller AND How to Read Literature Like a
Professor (nonfiction) by Thomas C. Foster. Students will complete the “Finding and Applying Literary Devices” Graphic
Organizer (minor grade) on The Borden Murders AND will complete the workbook (major grade) - available from Mrs. Fick,
Mrs. Burns, the front office, or as a download from the school website- on How to Read Literature Like a Professor. Both
assignments are due on Friday, August 9, 2019.
