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Grief Support Groups

Grief support groups are offered for ages 4-19 the
third Saturday of each month at Dauphin Way
United Methodist Church at the corner of Dauphin
and Catherine Street 10:00 to 11:30 a.m.

Age appropriate activities are provided.

Parents/guardians are expected to remain on site for the
duration of the support group. A group is provided which
addresses the challenges of parenting a grieving child.

Grief Coalition members are available for
In-Service presentations, for consultations, for
referrals, and to talk with grieving families
with children.
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Each Group is facilitated by community
professionals such as counselors, therapists,
social workers, teachers, nurses and clergy.

These professionals will offer support for the

children and adolescents while they learn to
express and deal with their feelings of grief

and loss.
