The New Brockton Community Learning Center will be opened 5 days per week.  Monday through Friday for grades K-8. Activities will begin at 3:00 p.m. and will end each afternoon at 5:30.
This program will employ trained teachers who will work with your child in small groups and individually to strengthen his/her instructional capabilities and provide instruction in other special areas of support.  Your child will be directed to the lunchroom for roll call and snack.   After snack time each Extended-Day teacher will direct the children to their classes.  We ask that you be prepared to pick your child up promptly each afternoon at 5:30.

If you are unable to pick your child up by 5:30 each day, we ask that you make some other permanent arrangements.  We reserve the right to charge a late pick up fee of $5 for every 5 minutes late or dismissal from the program.  Please understand we must pay people to stay after 5:30 for late pick up.

Our school and our school system are excited about the opportunities this Extended-Day Program presents for your child.  It is our hope that the Extended-Day Program will be of great assistance to you and your family.

PROGRAM GOALS
The goal of the Extended-Day Program is to provide tutorial assistance to students in each core academic areas as well as enrichment activities that will enhance your child’s education.  All work in this program is offered so that each student can be more successful in the regular academic program. 

STUDENT PROGRESS

Formal grades will not be given to students who participate in the Extended-Day Program.  However, each student in this program will be informally and regularly asses by the Extended-Day teacher which should positively impact upon regular classroom performance.  Interaction between the Extended-Day teacher and the child’s classroom teacher's) will be ongoing in an effort to ensure an understanding regarding the students instructional needs and/or progress.  Parents/Guardians will be informed of their child’s activities and progress in the Extended-Day Program when needed to assist the student’s success. 

EXTENDED DAY FACULTY/STAFF

Certified teachers and qualified staff are employed to conduct the Extended-Day classes.  Final decisions regarding teacher and staff employment and each student‘s teacher assignment will be made by the school administration.  Faculty and Staff are not allowed to administer any medication.

SCHEDULE/CANCELLATION OF CLASSES

Except on school holiday’s classes will begin at 3:00 and end at 5:30 throughout the year. Classes will not be cancelled unless the normal school day ends early such as severe weather. 

STUDENT ENROLLMENT

Student enrollment is determined by the instructional needs of the student and the availability of enrollment spaces.  Students may be placed on a waiting list for this program if spaces are not available.  To enroll your child into the Extended-Day Program, you must complete an enrollment form.  You may get these forms from the elementary school office or email the site director:

STUDENT TRANSPORTATION

Funding will not allow our school system to transport student’s home after Extended-Day classes.  Transportation will be the responsibility of each parent/guardian.  Parent arranged car pools have been very successful in the past. 

BROTHERS AND SISTERS OF EXTENDED-DAY STUDENTS MAY NOT STAY AFTER SCHOOL UNLESS THEY ARE ENROLLED IN THE PROGRAM.
STUDENT EXPECTATION

Students must obey the Extended-Day teachers and staff members.

Students must remain in designated work area.

Students must remain with their assigned teacher or staff member during bath room breaks.

Students must remain with their assigned teacher or staff member during times of movement to and from their Extended-Day classes.

Students must immediately report to the Lunchroom at the end of the school day.  Loitering in the halls or outside the school building will not be allowed.  

Students must bring with them to the Extended-Day Classroom, textbooks, teacher assignments, notebooks, pencil, paper, and other items needed for instruction.  

Students enrolled in the Extended-Day program may leave campus only with parents/guardians or those adults designated in writing by the parent/guardian.

A student’s failure to respond to these expectations may results in his/her dismissal from the Extended -Day  Program.

Each Student will be expected to follow all rules and guidelines in the school handbook and the after school handbook.  Failure to do so will result in the following actions:

1st Offense:  Detention no PE/Playtime
2nd Offense:  Referral to Director for discussion/punishment- Parent Meeting
3rd Offense: 3 day suspension from the after school program.
4th Offense: Principal Meeting anD removal from the program.
PARENT/GUARDIAN EXPECTATIONS

Parents/Guardians are expected to complete all enrollment forms accurately and promptly.  Failure to complete enrollment requirements will stop a student’s enrollment.

Parents/Guardians are expected to provide prompt transportation for their child at the conclusion of the Extended-Day class each day.  Repeated failure to provide prompt transportation for your child will result in a late fee charge and /0r dismissal from the Extended-Day Program.  Parent-arranged car pools are permissible. 

Parents/Guardians are expected to notify the school in writing if their child will be absent from or when withdrawing from the Extended-Day Program.  Repeated absences, without written notice, will results in the students’ dismissal from the Extended-Day Program.

Fees should be mailed or sent in by the 10th of each month. After the 10th of the month a late charge will be assessed and your child will be removed from the program.  Please indicate on the envelope, the names of the children and in which grade they are enrolled.  A nutritious snack will be provided free of charge for all students in the after school program.

Parents/Guardians are expected to maintain open communication with their child’s Extended Day Teacher.  If a serious problem should occur please contact the NBCLC coordinator (Ms. Angi Oakes).  The coordinator will then obtain a report from the NBCLC staff member. The coordinator will make every effort to resolve any differences.   If any action needs to be taken, the coordinator will be responsible for reporting to the principal and superintendent.

Parents/Guardians are encouraged to interact with the Extended-day Program and actively support their child’s enrollment and the Extended-Day Program’s goals and activities.
