Printing and Understanding AIMSweb Reports

for Individual Students
Printing Student Reports:

· Log in using your Regular Teacher account.
· Click on My Classes tab (your class should show up with a list of your students).
· Click on the general outcome measure tab you want to display (for example, Early Lit., Early Num., Mathematics, Writing, Huron Algebra).
· Click “Multi Year”.
· Under “Get Reports As”, click “HTML”.
· Click on the word “Report” for any student.
· At the top of the next page, check the box for each measure given.  Please see table below for possible options.

· From the Comparison drop down, choose “Student Achievement Model”.
· Click the “Show Targets” box.
· Click on the “Display” button.  Printing preferences are now set.

· Click the green “Back” tab to return to your class list.

· Under “Get Reports As”, click “PDF”.
· Click on the stack of papers next to the word “Pathway” to print reports for your entire class.
· If a student’s graph is missing, try printing their report separately by clicking on the word “Report” that lines up with their name.
Background Information for Teachers
What are the targets? 
The heavy black line on the Improvement Graph represents the target score.  

Eventually, the targets will correlate to MEAP and MME success.  Currently, the targets are based on the average score for grade level peers.  

What are the tiers?  
The tiers help us determine who needs more help. We anticipate that students in Tier 1 are doing fine, students in Tier 2 need some specific help and students in Tier 3 need intensive help.  While the target is based on average performance at the 50th percentile, tiers are set up to reflect performance at different levels of risk:  

· Tier 1 is set to reflect performance at the 25th %ile and higher

· Tier 2 is set to reflect performance at the 10th-25th %ile

· Tier 3 is set to reflect performance at the 1st-10th %ile

The student’s Tier score can be found on the second page of the Improvement Report in the Level of Skill column.  It is based on the student’s current, not multi-year performance.  

Are the targets the same thing as benchmarks like those we have for DIBELS?  
No, we have not yet established benchmarks, so the student’s score cannot yet be used to predict success on outcome measures such as MEAP/MME.   This is something SAM is working toward.  

Suggested explanation of reports for parents:

Many schools in the upper Thumb participate in the Student Achievement Model project and use quick assessments in writing and math to help find students who are on track or may be in need of extra support.  I have results of those assessments to share with you.  

· (Early Numeracy, Grades K-1)  The first graph shows how Johnny performed on 4 different math assessments including oral counting, number identification, quantity discrimination, and in identifying the missing number in a pattern.  

· (Mathematics, Grades 1-8) This graph shows how well Johnny was able to accurately and quickly solve different types of computation problems.  

· (Huron Algebra, Grades 6-12) This graph shows how well Johnny was able to accurately and quickly solve different types of basic algebra problems.

· (Writing, Grade K) This graph shows Johnny’s skill in correctly copying letters.

· (Writing, Grades 1-12) This graph shows how Johnny performed when his timed writing sample was scored for spelling, capitalization, punctuation, and grammar.

This line represents the target score or goal for all  __ grade students on the __ (math or writing) screening given to all students in the tri-county Student Achievement Model project.

While we hope to have all students at or above the target, we know that some students will not yet be at target.   We use Tiers to represent levels of concern when a child is below the target.  Tier 3 is the level of greatest concern.   Students in Tier 3 often are substantially behind and in need of extra instruction.  Students in Tier 2 may need some additional instruction in specific areas, and students in Tier 1 performed within the average to above average ranges.   Currently your child’s score of __ (point to the blue dot) falls within Tier __.  (It is not necessary to provide parents with the percentile cut-offs for Tiers 1, 2, and 3, unless the information is specifically requested.)
