REGULATION 

STUDENT  DRESS

Grades  Kindergarten  (K) 
through  Fifth  (6th)

It is the philosophy of the Lake Havasu Unified School District No. 1 Governing Board that student appearance, dress and conduct reflect the individual school and the School District.

Standardized shirts and outwear with the school/District logo are required (see below).

· Short-sleeved T-shirts

· Long-sleeved T-shirts

· Short-sleeved Polo shirts

· Approved club shirts

· Approved athlete club shirts

· Shorts and skirts must be fingertip length. This means long enough so that when standing straight, hands at sides , the hem is at the edge of the fingertips. Students are responsible for checking in the mirror before coming to school.

· Bare feet are never acceptable. In the interests of student safety, shoes must be worn at all times.  Closed shoes are to be worn for any type of physical activity, such as physical education, etc.

· Jewelry shall not be worn if it presents a safety hazard to self and/or others.

· Profane or defamatory writing on clothing or jewelry is not acceptable.

· No bandannas of any color, size, or shape may be carried or displayed in any classroom or at any school activity.   This also includes simulations of anything representing "colors."

· No hats may be worn in a classroom, except for properly approved occupational safety headgear required for special classes.

· Gang-related personalization is not permitted on hats, on items of clothing, or on one's person.

· Obscene language or symbols, or symbols of drugs, sex, or alcohol on clothing are expressly prohibited.

Exceptions for special activities or health considerations may be preapproved by the administrator.

Students who volunteer for extracurricular activities, such as athletics, band, chorus, etc., are subject to the standards of dress as defined by the sponsors of such activities.

Grades  Sixth  (7th)  through 
Twelfth  (12th)

It is the philosophy to the Lake Havasu Unified School District No. 1 Governing Board that student appearance, dress and conduct reflect the individual school and the School District.  Dress should be clean, neat and appropriate in material and style for a businesslike educational atmosphere.  Attire that is distracting, disruptive, or derogatory interferes with the orderly operation of the school. 

Standardized shirts and outwear with the school/District logo are required (see below).

· Short-sleeved T-shirts

· Short-sleeved Polo shirts

· Approved club shirts

· Approved athlete club shirts

Outerwear:

· Long-sleeved T-shirts

· Hooded sweatshirts

· Approved District Jackets

· Approved Athletic Club Jackets 

· Approved Club Jackets

Students may layer inner shirts under the required standardized shirt to keep warm.  If a student removes his/her outerwear during the day, the standardized shirt is to be the attire.
