AS5 - Reading Numbers

Instructor reads words in bold face, student gives answers not in bold, and italics indicate directions for the instructor.
Activity 1 – Learning to Read Numbers
Materials Needed: 
White board 

Dry erase marker

We are going to read numbers out loud.  Write 548.
The first thing we do when we are reading a number is identify the column in which the number starts.  In what column does this number start?  (hundreds)  

If needed, show the student how to start in the ones column and name the place values as you move to the left:  ones, tens, hundreds.
How many hundreds do we have?  (5)  How much is that?  (500)

Point to the next digit (548). 

What place value is next?  (tens)  How many tens do we have?  (4) How much is that?  (40)
Point to the next digit (548).

What place value is next?  (ones)  How many ones do we have?  (8) How much is that?  (8)

Now say the number as I point to each digit.  Point to each digit as the student reads “five hundred, forty, eight.”
Repeat as needed, using numbers both with and without zeros.  
When appropriate, point out that When there is a zero in the number, we do not say anything when reading the number, such as “nine hundred . . . seven.”
Three-Digit Examples:
261      418     953         480     907     397       310     704

Four-Digit Examples:
3476       4810      5021       7208   2313     8140      6056     1005
