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Eligibility Documentation Checklist

In-School Youth expressing an interest in the Dual Enrollment Program through the Workforce Investment Act (WIA) must be 14-21 years old and provide the following documents:

1. Birth certificate

2. Social security card

3. Photo ID

4. Selective service registration(males 18 and older)

  AND

If you fall into any of the below categories please provide documents showing current status:

1. Food stamp recipient or inclusion in another person’s budget 

2. Foster child (court records)

3. Disabled (statement from doctor, medical records, special education records, vocational rehabilitation records)

*Disabilities can be physical or mental (example-ADHD)

             *If you are disabled please provide proof of YOUR income (gross income-before 

               taxes) for the last six months.

If you DO NOT fall into any of the above categories please provide proof of income (gross income-before taxes) for ALL members of your household for the last six months, and complete the Applicant Statement of Family Status form to identify all members of your household and have it signed by a witness who does not live in your home.
