WHChapter 16-Imperialism
1. Political Rivalries

a. During the mid-1800s, if one country started a colony in another area, all of the other European countries would want their on colonies.  
b. European countries were on the conquest to expand new colonies.

c. Imperialism:  One county’s domination of the political, economic, and social life of another country.  

d. Colonial governors and generals sometimes have to take matters into their own hands in these colonies because they had slow and difficult communication.  
e. If a colony’s borders did not provide military security, the military officials would use their armies to expand the borders

f. This strategy would cause conflicts because colonial governments started claiming the same territories, and found themselves facing off on remote battlefields.  
2. Why expand?

a. Desire for New Markets-The Industrial Revolution and the need for tons of raw materials cause owners of these factories to Search for new sources of raw materials in foreign lands.

b. Money=Power

c. Seeking New Opportunities-European countries would encourage their citizens to immigrate to the territories that these countries acquired to keep them productive.
d. Cecil Rhodes –

1. A British adventurer who made a fortune from gold and diamond mining in southern Africa.  
2. Founded the colony Rhodesia, now Zimbabwe.
e. Spread Christianity
f. Spread Anglo Saxon Race
g. Belief in Social Darwinism-Charles Darwin’s Origin of the Species-survival of the fittest-applied it to people

3.  Forms of Imperialism

a. Colony:  A territory that an imperial power ruled directly through colonial officials.

b. Protectorate:  Had its own government, but its policies were guided by a foreign power.

c. Sphere of influence:  region of country in which the imperial power had exclusive investment or trading rights.

d. Each Imperial nation exercised its own powers differently.  
e. The French governed their territories a little differently than the British.
4. European Imperialism in Africa

a. European powers engaged in a “Scramble for Africa” starting in the 1870s.  

b. By 1890, most of Africa came under European control.

c. By 1890, only Ethiopia and Liberia remained independent.

d. The major European powers to acquire African territories were Great Britain, France, Germany, Belgium, Portugal, and Italy.

e. 1885 – 14 nations met to partition parts of Africa North Africa
f. Ruled primarily by the French
1. Algeria, 
2. Tunisia, and 
3. Morocco
g. King Leopold

1.  king of Belgium

2. ruled the Congo like his own private estate.  
3. Natives that did not supply enough rubber had their hands cut off.  
4. While the king profited, the people of the Belgian Congo suffered greatly.
h. Egypt
1. Ruled by Great Britain
2. Governed by Muhammad Ali
i. Sudan
1. Ruled by Great Britain
2. Claimed by France
3. Britain and France almost went to war 
j. Libya
1. Ruled by Italy
2. Had no social or economic value, but Italy wanted to have rule in Africa.
k. Southern Africa
1. Seized by the British during the 1800s.
2. Original settlers were known as “Boers.”
3. 1899 – Conflict erupted: the “Boer” War-Won by British in 1902.
4. 1910 – British formed the Union of S. Africa
l. Sometimes European imperialists came into conflict with one another.  

m. Disputes among the imperial powers were worked out at the Berlin Conference of 1884-1885.

n. At the Berlin Conference, the remainder of Africa was divided up.

o. European imperialism had many effects on Africa.  

p. Positive
1. introduction of modern transportation and communication systems, such as telegraphs, railroads, and telephones. 
2. The introduction of European medicine and improved nutrition led to an expansion of population.

q. Negative-African peoples were treated as inferior to Europeans.

r. Europeans divided Africa and ignored the tribal, ethnic, and cultural boundaries

of the African people.  

s. This has led to tribal conflicts in many African nations that continue to this day.
t. Europeans were inspired by the explorations of Asia by the Italian explorer, Marco Polo.

6.  The British in India

a. In the 1600s, traders from East India Company became one of the richest and most powerful trading companies in the world 

b. The French East India Company challenged who The British, for control of the India trade.  

c. The British army was able to defeat the French at the Battle of Plassey.  

d. The British expanded their territory in India during the next hundred years.

e. The Sepoy Rebellion

1. Sepoys: Indian Soldiers, who rebelled against their British commanders.  The Sepoys resented the British Because the British attempted to impose Christianity and European customs on them.

2. The Sepoy rebellion spread across northern and central India, but was eventually put down by the British.  

3. Parliament ended the East India Company and sent a Viceroy to rule as the monarch’s representative.  

f.   Indian Nationalism

1. The British government tried to quell further unrest in India by spending vast amounts of money on India’s economic development.  

2. Paved roads, railway system, telegraph lines, irrigation canals, and established schools and universities.

3. British officials discriminated against Indians by forcing them to change their ancient ways.  

4. British made them grow cotton instead of wheat, causing a severe food shortage that killed millions of Indians.

5. Indians wanted to move toward self-rule.  

6. The Indian National Congress accepted ideas such as democracy and led a struggle for independence.  

6.  China Faces the West

a. China’s political, economic, and military position weakened under the Qing dynasty.

b. The Unequal Treaties

1. War broke out between the British and the Chinese because British broke China’s trade barriers and merchants smuggling drugs in called opium.  
2. The British easily defeated the Chinese.

3. The Treaty of Nanking forced China to do Yield many of its rights to Western Powers.  The British got payment for war losses and rights to the island of Hong Kong.  

4. By the 1890s, large areas of China were claimed by European powers as well as Japan.  These countries claimed China as spheres of influence-areas where they had exclusive trading rights.

c. Chinese Responses

1. The young Chinese emperor Guang Xu launched the Hundred Days of Reform to modernize the government and encourage new industries, however, conservatives led by the emperor’s mother, returned to power, and arrested the emperor, and halted the reforms.  

2. By the late 1890s, anti-foreign feelings in China led to the formation of many secret societies that wanted to remove diplomats, entrepreneurs, missionaries, and other foreigners from the country. 
d. The Revolution of 1911

1. Ci Xi struggled to hold on to power in China after Boxer uprisings.  
2. Many Chinese believed that a modern republic should replace the old Qing dynasty.  
3. The only way to achieve this was through revolution.

4. The revolutionaries wanted China to Regain its former power and influence.  
5. In 1905 revolutionaries formed the United League, their goal was to modernize China.  The Revolutionary cause strengthened in 1908 after Ci Xi died.  
6. Prince Pu Yi became Emperor.  
7. Three years later, revolution swept China when peasants, workers, soldiers, and court officials turned against the weak dynasty.  
8. Sun Yat-Sen became the first president of the new Chinese republic in 1912.  

7.  Modernization of Japan

a. Japan was uninterested in European products, cutting off all trade with Europe.  
b. A Shogun was the military commander who ruled Japan 

c. The shogun, knew what happened with China, so he decided to begin trading with the U.S. and signed a treaty with Commodore Matthew Perry.

d. The Meiji Leaders

1. Besides the U.S., the Shogun signed treaties with Britain, France, Holland, and Russia.  
2. Japanese called these Unequal treaties because they favored imperialist powers 

3. Unhappiness with the treaties led to the overthrow of the Shogun.  
4. A group of samurai gave its allegiance to the new emperor, Mutsuhito.  
5. Mutsuhito was known as Meiji or Enlightened emperor

6. Japans new rulers were called Meiji leaders.

7. the Meiji leaders wanted to make Japan a great power that competed with Western Nations.  
8. They formed a parliamentary government, strengthen its military, and formed an industrial nation.

e. Industrialization

1. Japan’s economy grew rapidly because of a continuing supply of cheap labor and a growing population.  
2. The combination of new technological methods and cheap labor allowed Japan to produce low-priced goods.  
3. By 1914, Japan became one of the world’s most leading industrial nations.

f. Japan as a World Power

1. Japanese troops easily defeated the Chinese army in the Sino-Japanese War.  
2. As a result of this war, Japan obtained Partial control of Korea’s trade.

3. Russia and Japan fought each other in the Russo-Japanese War.  
4. Japan won the conflict, and obtained control over Korea and other nearby areas.  
5. Japan proved it could defeat a European empire.

8. Southeast Asia

a. Southeast Asia is made up of two groups of islands:  The East Indies and the Philippines.  

b. The Islands of Southeast Asia

1. The Dutch controlled most of the East Indies and Spain controlled the Philippines.

2. The Dutch government used Culture system- kind of forced labor method to gather raw materials

3. The Dutch also encouraged Westernization, or the spread of European civilization.

4. The U.S. declared war on Spain in 1898, promising to free the Philippines in return for the rebels’ help against the Spanish.  
5. The U.S. broke its promise and ruled the Philippines as a colony.  
6. The Filipinos led by Emilio Aguinaldo rose up against American rule, but U.S. troops easily defeated them.  

c. Mainland Southeast Asia

1. British swept into Burma during the 1820s

2. Meanwhile, the French were slowly conquering Indochina, which includes present-day Vietnam, Cambodia, and Laos. 
3. Both countries established complete control during the 1880s.

4. Great Britain and France avoided conflict with each other when they both invaded the Kingdom of Siam and agreed to let Siam remain independent.

9.  Imperialism in the Americas

a. U.S. going to use the Monroe Doctrine to Block the spread of European imperialism in neighboring Latin America, an area that includes Mexico, the Caribbean islands, Central America, and South America.  

b. The Monroe Doctrine

1. U.S. and Great Britain not want Spain to reestablish its colonies in Latin America
2. In 1823, President James Monroe adopted the Monroe Doctrine, which warned European powers not to interfere in the countries of the Western Hemisphere.  
3. The U.S. did not want a strong European power so close to its borders.

4. In 1895, Great Britain was in conflict with Venezuela over boundaries of British Guiana.  
5. U.S. forces the countries to settle this dispute by arbitration, which is a settlement by a third party that is agreeable to both sides.  
6. Great Britain agreed to a peaceful settlement.  

10. The Spanish-American War

a. Cuba was important to Spain because Spain obtained huge profits from sugar and tobacco plantations.

b. In 1895, Jose Marti, led Cubans in a revolution against Spanish rule.  
c. Spanish troops rounded up thousands of Cubans and sent them to prison camps where 400,000 Cubans died.

d. The struggle in Cuba attracted the attention of many people in the U.S. Newspapers described the cruelty and killings in Cuba.  
e. In 1898, U.S. President William McKinley, ordered the battleship Maine to Havana, Cuba.  
f. A few weeks later, an explosion ripped through the ship while it was anchored in Havana harbor, sinking the ship, and killing 260 American sailors.  

g. “Remember the Maine!”  was the cry that swept across the U.S.

h. Many American newspapers began to blame Spain for the incident.  

i. McKinley Declared war on Spain.  
j. Years later, it was discovered that a boiler exploded on the Maine, causing it to sink, and not a Spanish bomb.  

11.  American Territorial Gains

a. U.S. purchased Alaska from Russia in 1867

b. In 1898, the U.S. annexed Hawaii.  
c. As a result from the Spanish American War, what did the U.S. gained Territories in the Pacific Ocean and in the Caribbean Sea.

12. The Panama Canal

a. U.S. needed this canal so they could move its fleet quickly between the Pacific and Atlantic Oceans.

b. Theodore Roosevelt was U.S. president receive the backing of Congress to acquire the Panama canal rights an property
c. The canal took 10 years to complete, with more than 40,000 workers who cut through hills, built dams, and drained swamps until the Pacific and Atlantic oceans were connected.  
d. Theodore Roosevelt extended the Monroe Doctrine By adding the Roosevelt Corollary.  
e. This allowed the U.S. to intervene in Latin American countries.

13.  The Mexican Revolution

a. In 1872, Porfirio Diaz seized power over Mexico, his harsh rule eventually led to revolution.  
b. From 1910 to 1920, many armies of farmers, workers, ranchers, and women soldiers, fought the authorities and each other across Mexico.  

c. Francisco Madero was the Liberal reformer, who overthrew Diaz

d. However, Madero was murdered by one of his generals.  
e. Soon there would be no strong leader in charge of Mexico until three revolutionary leaders emerged

f. Zapata, “Pancho” Villa, and Carranza.  
g. Villa  in retaliation to the U.S. helping Carranza to become president killed 18 Americans in New Mexico.  
h. President Woodrow Wilson sent American troops in to Mexico to capture Villa.  By the 1920s, relations between Mexico and the U.S. were less tense.
