ALL STUDENTS WILL:

1. Give their very best effort when it comes to developing study habits and setting good examples with their behavior in the classroom and on the athletic playing field. 

2. Be present and on time to all scheduled practices. It is the student/athlete’s responsibility to let their coach know, PERSONALLY, if they will not be able to attend or will be late.

3. Be responsible for any equipment they are issued and come to all games completely dressed in full uniform.

4. Perform extra conditioning for missing practice due to excused and unexcused absences, after-school detention, in-school suspension, or behavior problems that occur during school or at a school event. 

5. Not participate in any athletic events while serving in school and/or out of school suspension time.

6. Have a current physical on file before the first day of tryouts.

7. Perform in all athletic contests based on their abilities and performance in practice. 

8. Be a part of the “Team Concept”.   Treat your teammates and Coach with respect and understand that no one player is more important than the “Team.”

9. Be dismissed from the team if:

· Behavior problems continue at school disrupts the continuity of the team or its ability to learn, improve or be successful.

· Assigned ISS and/or suspended home twice for major offenses during the season.

10. Students must be picked up no later than 30 minutes after any sporting event. Please

      call your coach if an emergency situation arises that affects their pick up time.
A student/athlete that quits a sport or is removed from the team may not participate until the sport they were in is completed and must return all issued items.

All situations not mentioned above will be handled at the coach’s discretion.
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
