Technology Can Help Your Child Learn Math

The basics are still the basics. Your child needs to understand how to perform basic math functions: adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing. 

But technology can help your child understand these functions and learn other skills.

1. Have your child use a calculator to add up long lists of numbers , so they can focus on developing their problem solving skills. Check their results, so they can learn right away if they have the correct answer or if they need to try again.

2. Using a math computer program to make objects “appear” as they are added or “disappear” when subtracted.

3. Child can play computer games that help them practice other math skills such as division.

4. You and your child can try different math “games” with a calculator. For example, ask your child to figure out how many 2’s it takes to get to 100. Use the numbers 4, 5, 10, and 20 to do the same thing.  

5. Technology does not have to be expensive. Go to the local library and use their computer, if you don’t have one at home. 

6. An inexpensive calculator can help your child get started.  A simple calculator should have buttons for adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing. Try a few simple problems together to help your child get comfortable. Show them that the “paper” results are the same as those on the calculator.
