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Mrs. Bourque’s Classroom Discipline Policy
Tardy
If you are tardy, you come in quietly, sit on the “Tardy Choice Chair” and begin work immediately.  You will receive a tardy in the roll book, you will be written up, and you will lose points from your behavior and participation grade for each tardy.

Write Ups 
Students must behave!  No exceptions!  Students know what is expected.  If any rules are broken, you will be written up and lose points from your behavior and participation grade.   The teacher keeps a running log of all misbehavior.  Continuous minor offenses will result in an office referral.  Reasons for being written up include, but not limited to:  
- not having assignments

- not prepared for class 
- talking during class / disruptive behavior
- getting out of seat without permission
- involved with or instigating trouble/drama
Grade Demerits

Students receive demerits every single time a student is written up, tardy, or referred to the office.  Demerits come in the way of students receive an easy 100 for class participation and behavior each nine weeks.  This grade is 10% of their 9-weeks average.  Every time a student is tardy or disrupts class they lose points and will lose and additional five points for each office referral or continuous disruption after the teacher has already commented on the behavior that day. 
Immediate Office Referral
Students who exhibit these behaviors will immediately be referred to the office in addition to being written up and losing points.  

 - rudeness / disrespect

 - lying / cheating / stealing
 - vulgar language / gestures
 - destruction of property

 - fighting

Our class uses Google Classroom for a number of digital assignments throughout the year.  Google Classroom is accessed with the G-Suite for Education account your student is issued from the school.  Your student can access the Classroom from home with their school login and password.  Students can login from a web browser or use the free Google Classroom app available for Android or iOS mobile devices.  In addition to learning and practicing important content with Google Classroom assignments, your student will also be developing important computer skills. Junior Projects
· Projects are 30% of the grading period average; choosing not to do a project will be detrimental. 

· Projects are assigned with plenty advance notice; generally several weeks in advance.  
· Deadlines are strictly enforced.  Projects are due on or before the due date.  Late projects are NOT accepted, no exceptions!

· Rubrics are provided with the project assignment.

· Major projects are typically due at the end of each unit; and sometimes semesters.

· Projects are 30% of the 9 weeks grade and occasionally the Final Exam Grade.

· With some projects, students are provided with choices as to what type of project they wish to complete.  Options typically include:  

· Google Slides
· Research Paper

· Poster Presentation

· 3 Dimensional Model Presentation (model must be constructed by student)

· other options may be possible

· Puritans (September)

· The Crucible / Salem Witch Trials (September/October)

· Romanticism / Author Research (October / November)

· Christmas Around the World / A Christmas Carol / Charles Dickens (December)

· Hamlet / Shakespeare (March/April)

Honors

The course load of Honors English is naturally more demanding in mans aspects.  Honors Students are held to work, ethic, behavior, and performance expectations.  Late assignments are not accepted; all assignments are due at the beginning of class.  Make-up work is strictly expected within the allowed days to make up work via school board policy.  Honors English does involve more complex reading, writing, research, and projects than the regular classes.  Occasionally honors will have fewer grades to average than the regular classroom; making each grade that much more important.  Honors tests and assignments are designed with more challenging questioning, formatting, and grading scales.  Be mindful that make-up test typically differ in style and format from the test given on the scheduled test date. 
               Honors Word of the Day

One honors project grades is the ACT Word of the Day assignment.  This is recorded as a test grade; 100 if the student fulfills the obligation and a zero if they do not.  Each student is scheduled in alphabetical order an ACT word; students typically know their word and date a week in advance.   There is a calendar posted in the front of the classroom with the schedule.  The entire month is scheduled when it is posted.  

The student is responsible for looking up the word’s phonetic spelling, definition, origin, synonym, antonym, and use the word in an appropriate sentence.  The students must write this information legibly on a board in the classroom.  Students are to have the assignment written on the board before 8:00 a.m. the day it is due.  Students are encouraged to fulfill their obligation at the end of the day before it is due; as we all know life happens.  Students may come into the classroom after 3 p.m. the day before their word is due to complete the assignment.  Students are not allowed to use their phones to look up this information in class.  It is highly suggested that students gather this information as soon as they know which word they are responsible for and to set a reminder on their phone alarm settings so as to not forget to do their word of the day.  

*Note- if we delayed due to weather their word is still due that day before the school day begins.  If we are closed due to weather for one day the word still should have been written the day before.  If we are out of school for multiple days, the days we are out are forgiven and not held against the student.  The word on the day we return is still due, so say we were out Monday and returned Thursday.  The students who were due Tuesday and Wednesday will be rescheduled, but Thursday’s word is still due by 8:00 a.m.  The only way a student is forgiven of the assignment is if they are absent the day before and the day of their word being due.  That student will be rescheduled for a late day and word.  The students will have this assignment throughout the entire school year.  As soon as we have gone through the class list we start over again at that top.
