By-Laws

I. Nature and Purpose
The North Cumberland Elementary School Junior BETA Club is an affiliate of the National BETA Club.  Our motto is “Let us lead by serving others.”  Our purpose is to reward scholastic merit, encourage effort, and to promote those qualities of character that make for good citizenship in both school and community.

II. Eligibility and Fees

At NCE, sixth, seventh, and eighth grade students are invited to join BETA during the first six weeks of each school year.  Students who have maintained A’s and B’s on their report cards all year the previous school year and are working on or above grade level are invited to join the club. Students must also have unquestionable character, which includes a good school discipline record.  The names of students that have met the grade requirements for the previous school year are submitted to their previous school year teachers for evaluation.  The students are scored by the teachers in the areas of leadership, discipline, and character.  Students receiving top scores as determined by the teachers will then be evaluated by the BETA Club sponsors for membership consideration.  Students that are selected to become members are presented with an invitation for membership into the NCE junior BETA Club.

An annual fee of $20.00 is required for club dues.  The national fee is sent to the National BETA Club and is nonrefundable.

III. Dismissal from Club

Students who accept membership agree to strive to grow in leadership, citizenship, scholarship, and loyalty.  They must lead by example and they set the standards that others will follow.  

Any student who discredits the school, community, NCE BETA, themselves and/or these ideals will be warned or dismissed from membership after sponsors consult administration.

Once a member, in order to continue membership in NCE BETA, a student must maintain all A’s and B’s on their report card.  If a student receives two C’s or less on their report card they will be placed on probation for that subject only during the following nine weeks.  If the student shows effort in bringing up the C(s), as determined by the BETA sponsors, they will be removed from probation status.  If the student fails to improve their class average in the same course during the subsequent nine weeks, they may be dismissed from membership.  If a member gets 3 C’s or more and/or a D on report card he/she will be dismissed from membership.

Removal from the club may result if behavior in class/school is a serious problem.  Negative remarks made by a member about another member or teacher are noted.  Receiving detentions or suspensions must be reported to sponsors.   These are serious infractions, they are evaluated on an individual basis and may result in the student being dismissed from Junior BETA after sponsors consult with administration.  

In the event a questionable situation arises that has not been mentioned, the administration and sponsors will evaluate the circumstances and make a decision.  Decisions are made considering the best interest of all involved while maintaining the integrity of Junior BETA.

IV. Meeting and Activity Rules and Participation

Members participate in various activities that benefit the school and community throughout the year.  All school board and school rules apply to any after-school activity.  Members are expected to let the sponsors know if they cannot attend an event.

Members are expected to attend each monthly meeting and participate in any club activities if in attendance at school that day, or pick up the meeting paperwork the next day the student is in attendance at school.  If the absence is foreseen the member must notify one of the club sponsors. 

Members missing two unexcused consecutive meetings will be dismissed from membership.  In order for absence from a club meeting or event to be excused a doctors note, or parent note with detailed information including a valid excuse for absence, must be submitted to a club sponsor within one week of the missed meeting.

V. Additional Information
Membership in the Junior BETA organization does not guarantee membership in the Senior BETA organization.

Students who are already members of BETA from another school will be allowed to join NCE BETA if they meet our club’s requirements.  They may be admitted to our club after examination of their previous school records.
