9: New Business: 
Dr. Sorrell-
a. School Improvement Plan (SIP)

Dr. Sorrell discussed the School Improvement Plan for the 2016-17 school year. Hard copies were distributed among school council members. The main topics discussed were the prioritized needs in the areas of reading and math. The smart goal for Parkwood is to move students from a 2 to a 3 in terms of academic proficiency (scores based on Georgia Milestones Assessment) which will show a 7% gain in achievement. Resources that will be used and implemented to help Parkwood reach its goal include the use of write-score pre-assessments, Leveled Literacy Intervention in grades K-3, new books, Reading A-Z software, literacy centers resources, summer reading program, math center resources, Brain Pop software, math/literacy integration resources, after school tutoring, ongoing teacher training provided by the instructional coach, and unit planning per grade level.

b. Title 1 Budget (also included in SIP plan)

Dr. Sorrell provided members with a breakdown of how title 1 funds will be allocated for the 2016-17 school year. The main categories include 1) Instructional—including purchasing of books, software, LLI kits, and additional resources, 2) Professional—including substitute teachers for unit planning and teacher training, professional books, and professional learning conferences, 3) Parent Involvement Coordinator who organizes and plans parent-related events such as Lunch and Learn, Mama Mia Math Night, and Hot Dog We’re Reading, and 4) Instructional Coach who provides instruction and support for all teachers.
