The paraprofessional will not provide instructional service to any student unless under the direct supervision of a highly qualified teacher.
2. Examine short- and long-term unit plans prepared by the highly qualified teacher and anticipate the need for specific supplies and materials.

3. Follow appropriate training and lead small group activities planned by the highly qualified teacher in an atmosphere where students are actively engaged in meaningful learning experiences. 

4. Assist the highly qualified teacher in preparing for changing curriculum to meet the needs of students with diverse cultural and socio-economic backgrounds, learning styles and special needs. 

5. Maintain a clean and orderly environment for students.

6. Manage the computer lab or computer assisted instruction in the classroom.

7. Assist highly qualified teacher with student supervision as assigned.

8. Assist in the enforcement of classroom rules and the maintenance of appropriate records.

9. Assist in assessing student progress as directed, including proctoring the administration of tests and maintaining confidential records.
