Stark, Knox, Marshall, Henry & Peoria Counties, Illinois
Regular Meeting – August 19, 2019
The Stark County Community Unit School District #100 Board of Education met in regular session on Monday, August 19, 2019 at the Stark County Elementary School.  Members present were Robert Groter, Matthew Nagode, Ann Orwig, Brian Rewerts, Elizabeth Rumbold, David Steward and Bruce West.   Also present were Dr. Nick Sutton, Superintendent; Jeff Utsinger, Jr. High/High School Principal; Jenna Bibb, Elementary Principal; Dale Heinold, IT; Scott Burge, Architectural Manager, Farnsworth Group; Eric Coontz and Doug Comer, representatives from Heart Technology;  and a member of the press.  
The meeting was called to order by President, Mrs. Orwig, at 6:15 p.m.
Motion was made by Mr. West, seconded by Mr. Groter, to approve the consent calendar.  Items approved under the consent calendar were:

-     Approval of the July 18, 2019 minutes;

· Approval of the July Imprest Fund and Treasurer’s Report;

Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve the August bills of $393,423.73.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.  
There were no public comments.
Administrative Reports:

Mrs. Bibb reported the Elementary has launched a new math series, Eureka Math.  A building goal is aligned to Eureka Math that by Spring 2020, 85% of the elementary students will reach fluency standards by grade as measured by Eureka Math assessments.  She received an email from ISBE that the PreK allocation was increased by approximately $3,000.  
Mr. Utsinger reported the “Meet the Teacher” night held August 14th was well attended.  He shared this year’s goals are:  to increase the 2019-2020 graduation rate by 3% at the High School; increase moral, student participation in activities/teams, and create a 
unified High School and Jr. High; and to score either a 1 or 2 for the yearly ESSA rating
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at the Jr. High.
Dr. Sutton reported the roof patch work had been completed.  He gave recognition to the summer crew for the work done.  He reported curriculum work was done during the teacher institute.  He discussed the district SMART goals.
The EIS Administrator and Teacher Salary and Benefit Report for the School Year 2019 was presented to the Board.

Committee Reports:

Finance Committee:   Mr. West reported the committee had met prior to the meeting to discuss the FY20 tentative budget.  The budget projects an estimated $6,758,734 in revenues and $6,600,980 in expenditures in the Education Fund;   an estimated $850,427 in revenues and $1,071,767 in expenditures in the Building Fund; an estimated $491,670 in revenues and $484,210 in expenditures in the Transportation Fund; and this budget projects that total expenses will exceed total revenues in the four operating funds by about $21,525 in FY20.
Building Committee:  Mr. Nagode reported on the special meeting held July 31st to review bids received.  It was decided to reject the bids and put the bid out with different specifications.

Henry-Stark Special Education:  Mrs. Rumbold stated the next meeting was scheduled for Thursday.

Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. West, to approve the FY20 Board SMART Goals as presented.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Representatives from HEART Technology presented information regarding the intercom repair at the Jr. High/High School campus.  Most of the equipment purchased could be used if the master plan is implemented.  A card change for the Elementary is not included in the proposal.  The intercom could be interfaced to the phone.  Motion was made by Mr. Nagode, seconded by Mr. West, to move forward with the intercom at the Jr. High/High School campus at a cost of $64,087.26.   Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Dr. Sutton reported professional development funds will be available again this year and stated he would like to use utilize Teach Better consulting services again this year.  The fee will be $20,000 in FY20 and $5,000 in FY21.  Motion was made by Mr. Steward, seconded by Mrs. Rumbold, to approve the contract with Teach Better for consulting services for a total fee of $25,000, with $20,000 being paid in FY20 and $5,000 paid in FY21.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Scott Burge, Architectural Manager with Farnsworth Group, gave information and fielded questions regarding the status of the roofs in Toulon.  The roof above the Jr High gym 
and east of the gym is not in the greatest shape.  His recommendations are to 1 – repair

roof separated from wall in the gym, install sealant until roof can be repaired;  2 -  east
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roof drain needs a screen installed;  3 -  rock needs to be distributed where roof has been patched.  Bid out the roof replacement this winter for work to start in the spring.  Additional items:  roof wrapped on parapet wall needs anchored and continual watch for tears.  
Scott also provided options for the roof at the Elementary.  Discussed different types of roofing products, warranties and what roof areas of the building should be repaired/replaced.  Motion was made by  Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. Steward, to let a base  bid for a ballasted roof single membrane coatable (not with EPDM) with a minimum 20-year warranty, performance spec of product  -and- an alternate bid for coating the remainder of the building with a minimum 10-year warranty, bids to include labor and materials.  Motion was approved by a  7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mr. West, seconded by Mrs. Rumbold, to approve the FY20 tentative budget as presented and to place the budget on public display for the next 30 days for final approval at the September 23, 2019 meeting.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Dale Heinold and HEART Technologies representatives, Eric Coontz and Doug Comer,   presented information on a web based phone system.  The system would connect all three buildings.  Motion was made by Mr. Steward, seconded by Mrs. Rumbold, to approve the Mitel Phone System agreement.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Groter, to approve the installation contract with Heart Technologies to install the new Mitel Phone System.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. Steward, to authorize Dr. Sutton to let bids for unleaded gas and diesel fuel, both firm and escalating/deescalating prices, for the period of December 1, 2019 through November 30, 2020.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mr. West, seconded by Mr. Nagode, to approve the 2019-2020 Non-Certified Handbook.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mr. Steward, seconded by Mr. West, to approve the 2019-2020 Bus Drivers Handbook.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Dr. Sutton presented information on the curriculum of essential skills created during the teachers’ institute.  He will ask for formal approval at the September meeting.
Discussed whether to lease or sell the property on Grain Bin Road.  Motion was made by Mr. Rewerts, seconded by Mrs. Rumbold, to sell the Grain Bin Road property by silent bid for a price not less than the original purchase price and at fair market value and if land is not sold, to lease the property.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. Steward, to adopt the following policies:  2:110, 2:140, 2:230, 2:240, 3:10, 3:60, 4:20, 4:90, 5:35, 5:40, 5:130, 5:180,
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5:310, 6:40, 6:110, 6:340, 7:170.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Information was presented regarding a scheduling program, RSchool Today.  This program would be used for extra-curricular communications.  Cost is approximately 
$370.00.  Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve the contract with RSchool Today.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. West, to approve the creation of the accounts “Cross Country”, “Class of 2023” and “Football Donation” and to eliminate the account “Class of 2018” in the High School Activity fund and to transfer the remaining balances in the “Class of 2018” account to the “Vending” account per administrative procedures.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Dr. Sutton reported an additional $30,000 was awarded to the district for professional development for this year only.  He recommended entering into an agreement with Monica Genta to help the Jr. High/High Schools with their advisory program.  Motion was made by Mr. Rewerts, seconded by Mr. West, to approve the consulting contract of $15,000.00 with Monica Genta.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Items for the next meeting:  award fuel bids, budget hearing, adoption of the FY20 budget, approve district curriculum. 
Motion was made by Mr. Groter, seconded by Mr. Nagode, to adjourn to Executive Session for the purpose of discussing appointment, employment, compensation, performance or dismissal of employees at 7:56 p.m.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Groter, to reconvene from

Executive Session at 8:35 p.m. and to hold the Executive Session minutes, Not for Release.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve July 15, 2019 Executive Session Minutes and hold, Not for Release.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Mrs. Rumbold announced the retirement of Barb Carroll as noon supervisor, effective immediately.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve high school teacher, Linzie Mitchell, to teach an overload and to be paid the additional responsibility for the upcoming 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Taul Noard as the 7th grade boys’ basketball head coach.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Nagode, to approve Liz Groter as a volunteer High School volleyball coach.  Motion was approved by a 6-0 vote with Mr. Groter abstaining.
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Mrs. Rumbold announced the resignation of Nicole Irving as Jr. High paraprofessional, effective immediately.
Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to employ David Monohan as a substitute foreign language and social studies teacher at the daily contractual rate with benefits for his experience, and to be provided benefits that of a teacher for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Groter, to employ Jessica Richards as a recess supervisor at the Elementary School for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Nagode, to approve Jessica Woods as a volunteer Jr. High softball and High School softball coach for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Trey Swanson as assistant high school softball coach.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Mrs. Rumbold announced the retirement of Karen Tracy, lunch worker, effective immediately.

Mrs. Rumbold announced the resignation of Kyli Whittle as 7th grade volleyball coach, effective immediately.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve Jenny Joos as a 4 ½ hour cooks’ helper.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
Mrs. Rumbold announced the resignation of Angela Olson as faculty sponsor for National Honor Society, effective immediately.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to increase the pay rate for bus drivers on extra-curricular routes to match their regular route salary rate, effective September 1, 2019.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Melissa Nagode as the Sophomore Class Sponsor.  Motion was approved by a 6-0 vote with Mr. Nagode abstaining.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve Katrina Rewerts as Rebel Reporter sponsor.  Motion was approved by a 6-0 vote with Mr. 
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Rewerts abstaining.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve Carl Dabbs as a crossing guard for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Caleb Raineri as a crossing guard for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Christopher Roark as a crossing guard for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Mrs. Rumbold announced the resignation of Sarah Steighorst as crossing guard, effective immediately.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. Steward, to approve Jake Lowery as a volunteer assistant cross country coach.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.

Motion was made by Mrs. Rumbold, seconded by Mr. West, to approve Lexi Davis as a crossing guard for the 2019-2020 school year.  Motion was approved by a 7-0 vote.
