Class of 2017? 

 

The Class of 2017 consists of a total 

of 312 students, 160 boys and 152 girls. Included in the class 

are 55 National Honor Society Members, 5 National Merit 

Commended Students, 2 Semifinalists and  

1 National Merit Finalist. 

This class is sending approximately eighty eight percent on to 

further education. Two hundred seventy three will be attend-

ing either a four-year or two-year college.  Seven seniors are 

planning to attend a business, vocational technical or other 

specialized school. Fifty-one percent are planning to    

attend either a public or private college in Connecticut. 

Some of the schools our graduates will be attending are: 

American University, Boston University, Bowdoin, Brandeis, 

Clark, Cornell, Hamilton, Holy Cross, McGill, NYU, Rensse-

laer, RIT, Williams and Yale. Forty-five percent of the 

four-year college students will be attending the  

University of Connecticut or Central, Eastern,  

Southern or Western Connecticut. 

Five percent of the students are planning to  enter  the 

labor market or armed services.   

Financially, there is a grand total of approximately $681,000 

in scholarships and grants that have been accepted 

by our students through state and local organizations.
