Pets and Math

Taking care of the family pet can also help with math. Start with simple problems. 

1. How much food do you need to buy each week for a cat that eats 1 can a day? ( 7 days x 1 can = 7 cans)

2. How much food do you need to buy each week for a dog that eats 2 cans a day (7 days x 2 = 14 cans)

3. What if you needed to buy food for each pet for 2 weeks? 4 weeks? 1 year?

4. Try this more challenging problem. How much food do you need to buy next month for a fish that eat 2 scoops each day?

5. Using division solve this problem: There are 30 scoops in each container and 30 days that month. Each container will last 15 days: 30 scoops per container, divided by 2 scoops per day. So 2 containers are needed that month; 30 days in the month divided by 15 days per container.
