publication: Name of publisher, Year of publication. Format.

BOOKS WITH TWO OR THREE AUTHORS 
 
First author’s last name, first author’s first name, and next author’s first and last names. Title of 

book. City of publication: Name of publisher, Year of publication. Format 
 
Greenblatt, Irwin and Audrey Wishneff. Rosy Future:Retired in New York. Philadelphia: Maya 

Books, 2008. Print 
 
MAGAZINE ARTICLES 
 
Author’s last name, Author’s first name. “Title of article.” Name of magazine. Volume number 

(if any). Date of publication:page numbers. Format

69. Print 
 
ENCYCLOPEDIAS 
 
Author of article (last name, first name if given). “Title of article.” Title of Book. Volume 

number and edition, if given. City of publication: Publisher, Year. Format 
 
Robert, George. Pharmacies of the Middle ages.” Hawthorne Encyclopedia. edition. Chelsea, 

MA: Glonnie Books, 2005.Vol 6. Third . Format 
 
ONLINE ENCYCLOPEDIAS

Author’s last name, Author’s first name. Titleof article.” Name of newspaper. Date of 

publication, Section and page number.
