	What to Expect…
· Tech Theatre is an interactive class.  You will be required to work on sets, props, costumes, etc. on a daily basis. Everyone must participate in every assignment.  
· Your work should be completed to the best of your ability, if you are not certain about the steps involved in a specific task, ask first.  The best way to learn tech is observing, attempting, and attempting again.  
· You are expected to be prepared for class each day.  Bring the appropriate clothing, tech theatre notebook or sketchbook, and supplies necessary to tech theatre.

· All work must be completed with a pencil.  
· Films, musicals, and other presentations are viewed to enrich your exposure to theatre, not as a rest period. 

Theatre Policies
