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DETENTION OF STUDENTS

     A school administrator or teacher may detain a student for disciplinary reasons during or after school hours.  Students being detained after school must be given 24 hours notice so that the student and/or parent may arrange transportation (students may be detained after school without 24 hours notice with parental permission and may be assigned to another day if the student has an appointment (i.e. doctor, dental) which has been scheduled by his/her parents).  Transportation of students who are detained for disciplinary reasons is the responsibility of the parent.

     Students who are detained after school must never be left alone during their detention.  Their supervision must be provided, or arranged for, by the teacher or administrator who detains them.
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
