                           Bylaws



Article I.

Purpose

Section 1

To publicly recognize outstanding Morristown West High 



School athletes/students or those interested in the 





athletic/academic programs, whether it be a teacher/coach, 



administrator, promoter, or other individuals involved with the 



school programs at Morristown West High School.

Article II.

Committee

Section 1

The Morristown West High School Hall of Fame Committee 



(here after referred to as Committee) shall consist of members 



of the alumni association who are interested in the promotion 



and selection of persons worthy of election to and induction 



into the Hall of Fame.

Section 2

The Committee shall consist of a maximum of 10 members 



whose term shall begin on November 1 of the year elected.

Section 3

Committee members shall serve a three year term with no term 



limits, with the initial committee being appointed to staggered 



terms.

Section 4

The committee shall elect a Chairman, Vice-Chairman, a 




Treasurer and a Secretary. Those elected shall serve a one year 



term beginning November 1 of the year elected and serve until 



resignation or until relieved of duty by a two-thirds vote of the 



Committee. Nominations and elections shall be made and 



completed at the officially convened meeting following the 



vacancy. 

Section 5

Absence of any Committee member at three consecutive 




meetings without reasonable excuse and prior notification shall 



terminate his/her membership on the Committee.

Section 6

A quorum for conducting Committee business shall consist of a 


simple majority of the total Committee membership.

Section 7

New Committee members and officers shall be elected by a 



simple majority.

Section 8

Meetings shall be called at the discretion of the Chairman as 



necessary to conduct business or by the request of at least two 



Committee members.

Section 9

No Committee members shall receive any compensation for 



services as a member.

Section 10

The majority of Committee members shall be graduates of 



Morristown West High School.

Section 11

The current principal and his/her administration of Morristown 



West High School will be standing members of the Committee 



in an advisory capacity without voting rights.
Section 12
No member of the committee shall be eligible for nomination until they cycle off the committee.
Article III. 
Duties of Officers

Section 1

The chairman is the administrative executive and is responsible 



for implementing the Committee programs. He/she arranges for 


and resides at meetings and is authorized to sign checks, along 



with the Treasurer and one other elected Committee member. 



The Chairman, with approval of the Committee, appoints 



committees as necessary. He/She is authorized to represent the 



Committee in official capacities.

Section 2

The Vice-Chairman acts for the Chairman in his/her absence.

Section 3

The Secretary handles the correspondence, keeps historical 



records, and takes and distributes the minutes of all meetings.

Section 4

The Treasurer handles the monies of the Committee through 



possession the Committee bank books and is the primary signer 


on the bank account.  The Treasurer pays bills at the direction 



of the Committee, compares the revenues and expenditures with 


the budget, and provides a financial statement at each meeting.

Section 5

Officers may, with consent of the Committee, delegate 




functions to other Committee members, but remain responsible 



of delegated functions.

Article IV.
Eligibility for Selection to the Hall of Fame

Section 1

Nominees must exemplify the highest standards of 





sportsmanship, ethical conduct, and moral character.  All 




candidates will be judged on their significant and/or long term 



contributions to the academic/athletic programs of Morristown 



West High School. Acknowledged leadership in his/her chosen 



field or community, state, and national presence will be 




considered.

Section 2

Does not have to be a Morristown or Hamblen County resident 



at the time of nomination.

Section 3

May be nominated and elected posthumously.

Section 4

In the case of alumni, he/she must have been 





graduated ten (10) years prior to nomination.

Section 5

In the case of teacher/coach, must have at least five (5) years of 



service at Morristown West High School and fifteen (15) years 



of teaching/coaching experience. Nominee must be inactive to 



be eligible. Nominee must not have been employed by the 



Hamblen County School System for at least seven (7) years.

Section 6

In the case of a contributor, any individual who has made 



outstanding contributions to the academic/athletic programs at 



Morristown West High School other than as a student/athlete or 


teacher/coach. 

Article V

Selection Process

Section 1

Nominees for election and induction into the Hall of Fame shall 


be solicited on an annual basis from the public and from 




Committee members. Entries must be submitted on the Official 



Morristown West High School Hall of Fame Nomination Form. 




Section 2

The nomination form shall be available through the main school 


office or the school’s web page.

Section 3

In addition to the official nomination form, the following 




materials should be submitted for an individuals consideration. 



A letter of recommendation from the person making the 




nomination and other letters of support from appropriate 




individuals who can validate or substantiate pertinent 




information related to the nominee as well as newspaper articles 


or other documentation. A suitable photograph for reproduction 


should be submitted as well.

Section 4

The nomination form shall be completed and submitted to and 



received by the Principal along with appropriate support 




material by May 31st of each year for a candidate to be 




considered for induction in the next school year. All 




nominations received for consideration must contain active and 



current address and contact information for the nominee (or 



family if deceased). Failure to supply support material will 



disqualify the application.

Section 5

The Committee shall then forward the eligible nominations to 



the voting committee for their vote. The Voting committee shall 


consist of any surviving member of the Hall of Fame and 




Committee members, and other person (s) as selected by a 



majority vote of the Committee, who shall serve for one year.

Section 6

Each voting member must cast a vote for the maximum number 
determined and no more. The number of nominees to be inducted with the highest number of votes shall be selected, provided each has received a majority of the total votes cast. It is possible that no single nominee may receive the necessary votes, in this event, the Committee may call for a second vote to secure at least one inductee.  At the second vote only the committee members will vote on the top five vote getters.  Out of that second group of votes, at least one nominee will become an inductee.  Nominee applications shall be held and considered for five (5) years without having to be resubmitted.

Section 7

A maximum number of new members selected to the Hall of 



Fame will be five (5).

Section 8

Inductees will be presented with a plaque during a ceremony 



held in their honor. A photo with name and year of achievement 


will be added to a permanent Hall of Fame, located in a selected 


appropriate area on the grounds of Morristown West High 



School.

Section 9

Each member of the committee will have five (5) votes.
Article VI

Funds

Section 1

Financial assistance to carry out the activities of this Committee 


shall be obtained by solicitation and donation or through the 



Morristown West Alumni Association.



Section 2

Special projects requiring funding shall be introduced to the 



Committee for review and approval.

Article VII
Changes

Section 1

These bylaws are subject to change, deletion or amendment by 



a majority vote of the Committee members.
