Dr. Sorrell-
a. HCLI Data
Dr. Sorrell explained the HCLI process to members present and described the components that are assessed during each assessment window. Each member received a copy showing HCLI data collected from August of 2015 to December 2016. The data compares the percent of students reading at or above grade level by month (2015 v 2016). The data also compares the percent of growth for students reading at or above grade level from August to December of 2015 to the percent of growth from August to December of 2016. The overall growth in the number of students reading on grade level at this point in the year is attributed to LLI implementation in grades K-2. More growth is to be expected by the end of the year in grades 2-3 as LLI kits are now being implemented. 
       b. Title 1 Budget Amendment
       Dr. Sorrell re-examined the 2016-17 budget and found there is about $133,000 for this school year.

       Plans to allocate the remaining funds include starting a summer reading program in which selected

       students will attend for four weeks in June from 8-12. Other plans include purchasing supplies for 

       classrooms, two rolling laptop carts (two class sets) for testing, additional ipad chargers, and leveled 

       books to support classroom libraries.
