General Rules:  Be on time, be prepared, be respectful, and be responsible.
Materials Needed:  For this class, students will need:

1” inch binder
lots of pencils

plenty of paper 
basic calculator 
Preparation for Class:  Students are required to bring pencil, paper, math notebook, homework, and agenda to class every day.
Grading:  During the course of the year, students will take quizzes and tests, complete homework, and create math projects.  All of these will count as part of the math grade.

· Final Exam:  At the end of the semester, all students will take a final exam over the material taught in the second half of the semester. It will cover more than one unit and be worth 5% of a student’s grade.

· Daily:  Classwork and homework grades will be calculated into this category. Homework and graded class assignments count for 25% of a student’s grade.
· Classwork is anything that is completed at school.

· Homework is given several days during the week.  Students are expected to complete ALL homework assignments. Completed homework means that a student attempted ALL problems and showed their work for ALL problems.  A homework grade will be given every month.  All students start out with a 100 for the homework grade.  Over the course of the month, students will lose 5 points for each missing homework assignment.  At the end of the month, a homework grade will be entered into Infinite Campus.  At that point, the grade starts back at 100.   

· Major Grade:  At the end of each unit, a unit test will be given that covers all objectives learned within the unit. On longer units, a mid-unit test may be given as well. During a grading period, there are usually five (5) unit tests given.  An average of test grades make up 40% of a student’s grades.

· Minor Grade:  Students will take many quizzes throughout the semester.  Quizzes will cover a few standards within a unit.  These are good tools to determine mastery of a concept before moving on to another objective.  Quizzes count for 30% of a student’s grade.  
Notebooks:  Students are expected to have a 1” binder designated just for math class.  Notes, assignments, quizzes, and worksheets will be kept in this notebook in chronological order as we work through a unit.  At the end of each unit, students will remove papers for this unit to keep at home for studying and reference purposes.  A new notebook is started with every unit.

Make-up Work:  When a student is absent from class, it is his/her responsibility to ask the teacher for any missed assignments.  Students have three (3) days to make up any missing assignments.

Discipline:  Students are expected to follow all school rules while in the classroom.  Disrespect towards the teacher or another student, bullying of any kind, or disruptive behavior that affects the learning environment will NOT be tolerated.  Behavior signatures will be given for minor offenses.  Major offenses will be handled by the principal.
