
Procedural Safeguards
This document outlines the most important part of the Procedural Safeguards 

The Procedural Safeguards are  your rights as a parent of a child with disabilities and the rights of your child as a child with disabilities as protected under IDEA.  
1. You as a parent are an important part of your child’s multidisciplinary team (pg.1).

2. You must be given a written prior notice before any changes can be made concerning your child’s educational needs (pg.1)

3. Your consent must be obtained to conduct an initial evaluation or reevaluation (pg.4).

4. If a parent does not want services, it must be documented in writing; however, if a parent at a later time requests that their child be re-enrolled in special education, the LEA must treat this request as a request for an initial evaluation rather than a reevaluation (pgs.8-10).

5. Discipline: when a parent revokes consent for special education then the child may be disciplined as a general education student and is not entitled to IDEA’s discipline protection (pg.10).

6. You have the right to an independent educational evaluation (IEE) at public expense if you disagree with an evaluation obtained by the school district (pgs. 11-12).

7. Your child’s records are confidential and cannot be released without your consent unless to another educational agency such as a school your child is transferring  (pgs.13-14).

8. You have the right to inspect and review your child’s records (pgs 15).

9. You have the right to request a hearing if you feel your child’s records are not accurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of the privacy of your child (pgs. 18-19).

10. The MDE has written procedures for resolving formal complaints (pgs.21-25).

11. You or the school district may file a due process complaint on any matter relating to a proposal or a refusal to initiate or change the identification, evaluation or educational placement of your child (pgs. 25-40).

12. School personnel may consider unique circumstances on a case-by-case when determining whether a change of placement is appropriate for a student with disabilities relating to discipline (pg. 44). 

13. A student may not be put out of school for more than 10 consecutive or cumulative days without services being provided (pgs.44-48).

14. The parent of a child with disabilities may file a due process complaint to request a hearing if they feel the decision regarding placement under discipline procedures has been violated (pg.50).
