AIR QUALITY
As required by RSA 200:48, and to implement the requirements of RSA , 200:11-a, the School Board adopts this Air Quality Policy and directs the Superintendent to implement methods to minimize or eliminate emissions from buses, cars, delivery vehicles, maintenance vehicles, and any other motorized vehicles used for transportation on school property in accordance with the following guidelines:

1. Bus drivers shall follow anti-idling procedures. When arriving at loading or unloading areas to drop off or pick up students, bus drivers should turn off their buses as soon as possible to eliminate idling time and reduce emissions. The bus drivers should not restart their buses until ready to depart.  Exceptions include conditions that would compromise passenger safety, such as:
(A)
Extreme weather conditions; 

(B)
Idling in traffic.  
In extreme weather conditions, bus drivers should limit idling time based on outside temperatures as required by Env-A 1101.05 and Env-A 1101.09 as follows:

Above 32ºF, 5 minutes; 

Minus 10ºF to 32ºF, 15 minutes; 
Below Minus 10ºF and where no nuisance is created, no limit.

2. Buses should not idle while waiting for students during field trips, extracurricular activities, or other events where students are transported off school grounds.
3. In colder weather, schools are directed to provide a space inside the school where bus drivers who arrive early can wait. 

4. The Superintendent in consultation with the building Principals may require anti-idling practices for cars or other motorized vehicles. 
5. All service delivery vehicles shall turn off their vehicles while making deliveries. 
6. All vehicles providing a contracted service shall turn off their vehicles while performing these services. Exceptions may be made in cases where the vehicle must be on to perform the service. 
The building Principal or his/her designee, in collaboration with the facilities supervisor, is directed to annually investigate air quality in school buildings using a checklist provided by the New Hampshire Department of Education.  This checklist is to be filed with the New Hampshire Department of Education, School Board, and Town Health Officer. Checklists will remain on file for five (5) years.  Building Principals or their designees who have conducted a good faith report under RSA 200:11-a shall be immune from civil liability. 
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
