**While requirement may say “abstinence-based” or to “stress abstinence” as the standard,
many CSE programs only mention abstinence in passing; they don’t establish abstinence as
the expected standard and fail to emphasize abstinence as the only sure way to protect
against pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases, including AIDS.

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Il. ARIZONA SEX EDUCATION FEDERAL FUNDING PROFILE

Federal Government Programs and Grants Awarded for Arizona

WARNING: While grant requirements may state that curricula/programs are to be “evidence
based” or “medically accurate” in order to receive funding, research shows that, often, funds
go to curricula/programs that are ineffective (See SexEdReport.org). In addition, content
analyses show that many programs (Link to harmful CSE elements chart) normalize teen sex,
encourage sexual pleasure-seeking, condone early sexual debut and promote high-risk
sexual behaviors. It is important to look at the actual content of every curricula rather
than relying on labels assigned to them.

DASH—Division of Adolescent and School Health, a division of the Centers for Disease
Prevention (CDC), works with community partners to provide training and resource
development for so-called “HIV, STD, and pregnancy prevention” programs in school-based
and community settings.

e Arizona received DASH funds totaling $80,000 in fiscal year 2016.
PREP—The Personal Responsibility Education Programs, under the Family and Youth

Services Bureau (FYSB), provides grants for sex education programs that are sometimes
called “abstinence plus” programs and that focus on “both abstinence and contraception.”

e Arizona received PREP funds totaling $1,050,744 in fiscal year 2017.
SRAE—Sexual Risk Avoidance Education grants go to curricula/programs that emphasize

risk avoidance and teach youth to voluntarily refrain from non-marital sexual activity and other
risky behaviors. Note: See warning above.

e Arizona received $440,317 program funding in 2016.

Title V—The TITLE V State Abstinence Education Grant Program funds abstinence
education and mentoring to promote abstinence. However, note that at least one Title V
program promotes promiscuity as healthy and normal. As noted above, it is important to
look at the actual content of the curricula.

e Arizona received a Title V award totaling $1,756,349 fiscal year 2017.

TPP—The Teen Pregnancy Prevention program, through the Office of Adolescent Health
(OAH), funds comprehensive sex education programs for children aged 10 to 19.
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Note: Research shows that most TPP programs are ineffective at reducing pregnancy rates
and some even increase risk. (See SexEdReport.org)

e Arizona received $3,153,323'in TPP funding for the years 2015-2019.1

for children. Programs not in red may or may not have harmful content.

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V. OVERVIEW OF ARIZONA SEX EDUCATION
LEGISLATION & GUIDELINES

The following laws and guidelines apply to sex education and how sex education is taught in
Arizona.

According to 2018 Arizona Rev. Statute Title 15

Sexual Education Requirement (15-711)

e Sexual Education is not required.

e All school districts with existing sex education curricula shall include instruction on the laws
relating to sexual conduct with a minor for pupils in grades seven, eight, nine, ten, eleven and
twelve. Each school district may develop its own course of study to meet the requirements of
this section

Parental Involvement (15-102)"
e Procedures must be put into place for Parents to have:

e Aright to consult with teachers and administrators to develop and adopt policy for
parent involvement.

e Aright to learn about the course of study for their children and review learning
materials including the source of any supplemental educational materials.

o Aright to object to any learning material or activity that may be harmful and may
withdraw their children from the class, program or activity. Harmful includes objection
to material or activity because it questions beliefs or practices in sex, morality or
religion.

¢ School cannot provide sex education to a pupil without a parent’s written permission
for the child to participate.

e Aright to be notified in advance and given a chance to withdraw their children from
any instruction or presentations regarding sexuality in courses other than formal sex
education.

e Aright to learn about the nature and purpose of clubs, curriculum, extracurricular
activities that have been approved by the school.

e Public educational institution shall obtain signed, written consent from a students’
parent before using video, audio or electronic materials that may be inappropriate for
the age of the student.

e Parents have a right to:

e Optinto asexeducation curriculum if one is provided

e Opt out of assignments related to sex education

e Opt out of instruction on the acquired immune deficiency syndrome

e Public review of courses of study and textbooks related to sex education

e Inspect the school district policies and curriculum

e Review learning material and activities in advance. If parent objects to materials,
classes, activities or programs on a basis that the material is harmful, they may
withdraw student and request an alternative assignment. (15-113)
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Expect each school district and charter school shall obtain written informed consent
from the parent of a pupil before administering any survey that solicits personal
information about the pupil regarding sexual behavior or attitudes

Expect at the beginning of every school year, every school district and charter school
shall obtain written informed consent from the parent of a pupil to participate in any
survey regarding a pupil’s sexual behavior or attitudes. (15-117B)

Request that charter school or school district provide any available information in a
timely manner regarding a survey administered such as the name of survey, date it
will be administered, method of administering survey, amount of time, type of
information being collected, reasons for administering survey.

Make sure the department of health and services has reviewed instruction materials
to determine their medical accuracy.

Request their pupil be removed from instruction on the acquired immune deficiency
syndrome and the human immunodeficiency virus

On written request, parents can access instructional materials or films being used or
will be considered for use by the school district.

Charter Schools or School Districts:

On request, a charter school or school district shall provide any available information
in a timely manner to the parent of a pupil regarding a survey administered regarding
sexual behavior or attitudes.

Shall not discriminate against students or parents on the basis of a religious viewpoint
or religious expression. (15-110)

No school district or charter school in this state may endorse or provide financial or
instructional program support to any program that does not present childbirth and
adoption as preferred options to elective abortion. (15-115A)

No school district or charter school in this state may allow any presentation during
instructional time or furnish any materials to pupils as part of any instruction that
does not give preference, encouragement and support to childbirth and adoption as
preferred options to elective abortion. (15-115B)

A school district or charter school shall provide an alternative educational activity for
any pupil whose parent does not consent for that pupil to participate in a survey
conducted pursuant to subsection A of this section. (15-117F)

Instruction on acquired immune deficiency syndrome; department assistance. (15-716")

May provide instruction to kindergarten programs through the twelfth grade on
acquired immune deficiency syndrome and the human immunodeficiency virus.

The district develops it own course of study and shall be age appropriate, medically
accurate, promote abstinence, dispel myths regarding transmission of human
immunodeficiency virus.

Shall not include in its course of instruction which promotes a homosexual life-style,
portrays homosexuality as a positive alternative life-style, and suggests that some
methods of sex are safe methods of homosexual sex.

Can request the department of health and services or department of education shall
review materials to determine their medical accuracy. They shall also suggest course
of study, teacher training and list of available films and other teaching aids.

The school district shall notify all parents of their ability to withdraw their child from
the instruction on the acquired immune deficiency syndrome and the human
immunodeficiency virus
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Sex Education curricula and sexual conduct with a minor (15-711,721)

¢ All school districts with existing sex education curricula shall include instruction on the
laws relating to sexual conduct with a minor for pupils in grades seven, eight, nine, ten,
eleven and twelve.

e The governing board shall approve the course of study, the basic textbook for each
course, all units recommended, supplemental books, teaching aids relating to sex
education.

e All meetings of committees authorized for the purposes of textbook review and
selection be open to the public

o Make selection of textbooks being considered available within sixty days, for review by
the public

o Before the approval of materials, board must provide information at the district’s
website, make textbooks available to public at meetings, gather comment, make at
least one copy of material available for parental review at any time.

Age of Majority =
Based on Arizona law, anyone under the age of 18 is considered a minor, while those 18 years old and
older are considered adults. v

Age of Consent =
In Arizona, the age when children can legally consent or agree to sex is 18.V

V. PARENTAL RIGHTS AT RISK IN ARIZONA

Warning! Most CSE programs put parental rights at risk by either encouraging or requiring
that parents not be notified and/or by instructing children how to access such things as
abortion, contraception and other so-called health services without parental notification or
consent.

It is particularly dangerous to encourage students in this way, particularly considering the fact
the laws often support what is being taught in CSE programs. For example:

Without notifying or receiving consent from their parents, minor children in Arizona may
consent to and receive:

e All contraceptive services
e All STI (sexually transmitted infection) services

In Arizona, parental consent is required for:
e Abortion services

By signing a parental non-consent form, also known as an opt-out form, parents can protect
their children from being subjected to harmful CSE programs. Download and print the
provided form and modify it as needed (see included instructions). Sign it and take it to your
child’s school, and ask that it be put on file as part of your child’s permanent record and that
all teachers and instructors be notified.
