What will we learn about in 4th grade science?  

4th Grade Science is composed of seven units based on Earth, Life, and Physical Science concepts.  

· Earth Science 
· Planets and Stars
· Weather

· Physical Science

· Sound and Light
· Forces and Motion
· Simple Machines

· Life Science

· Food Energy in Ecosystems
· Adaptations for Survival

Textbooks – We will be using Harcourt School Publishers – HSP Science- Georgia Edition textbooks.  These textbooks will be used occasionally as a quick reference guide.  These will not be issued to individual students and will remain in the classroom.
Expectations – Students will be expected to arrive prepared with completed assignments, paper, a writing utensil, 3 – ring binder, and agenda EVERY DAY!  If any other supplies are needed for class, parents will be notified no less than 1 week in advance.  Class rules will be thoroughly explained on the first day of class, and are posted in the classroom.  All school rules noted in the student handbook will be followed by all students.
Grades – All daily assignments including, projects, quizzes, homework, and tests will count 80% of their final grade.  Quarterly Exams will count 20%.  Tests will be announced well in advance and will be posted on the homework board.  It is the student’s responsibility to copy homework and test notifications into their agenda.  An in-class review will be given prior to each test.  However, due to the quantity of information, it will be necessary for students to review/ study material taught in class daily.  (It is especially helpful to review vocabulary words daily and to keep a neat and organized notebook.)
Tutoring – I will be available after school on Wednesdays between 3:15 and 4:15 for students that may be struggling and need extra help with science.  Students must be picked up no later than 4:15.  I should be notified ahead of time if students need to stay. (At least 1 week prior).  
Student Responsibilities:
Students are expected to take responsibility for their own learning by asking questions and seeking help from the teacher.  Parents are asked to review and sign their child’s agenda daily so that there is a constant flow of communication between parent and teacher.  Agendas allow parents to provide guidance and assistance in meeting project deadlines, completing assignments, and preparing for tests and quizzes.
