We wanted to touch base concerning your student's dual credit course while schools are closed. We are getting updated information almost daily and will do our best to keep everyone informed. For now this is what we know.

-Dual credit classes are ongoing-even though CHHS is not currently open.
-With the exception of dual credit Psychology, students were already taking classes in an online setting-nothing has changed in regard to the delivery of their course.
-Assignments are still due weekly and students must log in/turn in assignments each week to be counted "present." 
-It is possible that your student has already received an absence due to our spring break. Online classes do not typically have a spring break so they should have logged in and completed assignments last week. 
-2 absences will result in the student being dropped from the course with no refund. 
-Your student needs to log in TODAY to see if they are missing any assignments. Please encourage them to reach out to their professor with questions or concerns.
