Application Deadline:  Friday, September 21st, 2012
Purpose

Student Ambassadors serve as the official liaisons between new students and the Prattville High School community. They are students who represent and promote PHS through interacting with prospective students, school visitors, and the faculty and staff. The PHS Student Ambassador Program is comprised of a select group of students chosen through an application and group interview process.  They represent PHS at numerous school functions and community events.  Typical events in which they help include group tours, individual tours, schedule pick-up day, and freshman orientation.  
Requirements for Applicants
New applicants must be currently enrolled in grades 10th-11th and dedicated to welcoming new students.  Students new to PHS are welcome to apply. There is a 3.5 GPA requirement. Also, all applicants are required to complete a fifteen minute informal interview after school. More information regarding the interview will be provided shortly after applications are turned in.
Requirements for Student Ambassador Members
1. Attend a two-hour training session.
2. Attend meetings that occur on a monthly basis on the first Wednesday of the month
3. Pay $15 club dues (includes t-shirt).
4. Raise $50 through fundraising to cover basic club expenses.

5. Accumulate 15 hours the first year as a member

6. Accumulate 22 service hours throughout the year (15 hours first semester, 7.5 second semester) during all following years as a member
Note: 22 hours may seem like a lot, but meetings are held on a monthly basis and are counted as an hour each. Also, members quickly accumulate hours by helping out at events facilitated by Student Ambassadors, assisting the counselors before school starts, giving scheduled tours prior to the start of the school year, giving occasional tours throughout the school year, and providing event assistance during back-to-school nights and other events.

Training

New ambassadors are required to attend one of two mandatory training sessions.  All dates are provided in advance, and new acceptees are expected to attend.
